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FROM THE EDITOR’SDESK

Our writ petition N0.184/2011 filed in the Supreme
Court in March 2011 did come up for hearing on 27"
February 2013 for final disposal. . The case was getting
adjourned from timeto timemostly dueto the absence of
the Counsel srepresenting the Government and the Bank.
Having waited for amost 2 years, al of uswereanxiousy
expecting afavourableverdict by the honourable Court on
27" February 2013. But theAdditiona Solicitor General
mentioned in the court that the Government is against
granting any increasein the payment of pension by SBI.
He aso brought to the notice of the S.C. some of its
decisions regjecting petitions filed under Article 32 on
‘service matters’ and pleaded for dismissal of the writ
petition. Thereafter the Hon' ble Judgesrecognizing that
al thepleadingsinthe casearecomplete, offered totransfer
our caseto any High court, and with the consent of our
Counsdl, ordered thetransfer of thewrit petition with all
the papersto the Delhi High court with directionsto decide
the case within 6 months. It is very strange that it took
almost two yearsfor the Addl. Solicitor General to point
out theinadmissibility of our petitionunder Article32. Now
that the petition iswith the Delhi High Court, itislikely to
result in further delay, which is precisely what the
Government/Bank islooking for, so that moreand more
eligiblepensonerswoulddie.

On 16.2.2013 (11 daysprior to the Supreme Court
ordering thetransfer of the W.P. to Delhi High court) the
Supreme Court Legal Services Committee issued
noticeson our Federation and theindividual petitioners
(Sarvashri K.Padmanabhan and M.Sankaran Kutty of
KeralaCircleincluded) and the Respondents (Govt. and

the Bank) asking consent for considering thewrit petition
by the 7" Lok Adalat tobeheldinApril 2013. Wehave
promptly sent our consent lettersbut it isnot clear whether
the Government/Bank would also give their consent.
However, wefed that the Lok Adalat may not take place,
inview of thefact that the petition isnot pending in the
Supreme Court.

Another very important issue to be resolved is
payment of dearnessrelief with 100% neutralization to
pre1.11.2002 retirees. RBI Pensonersaredready getting
it. Recently, Chennai High Court hasa so observed, while
disposing of abatch of writ petitionsfiledby thepensioners
of Bank of Baroda, Indian OverseasBank , CanaraBank
and Kallakurichi Taluk OfficialsAssociation that “since
the component of inflation smilarly affectsall employees
and all pensioners(irrespective of thedate of their entry
into serviceor retirement) it isnot per sepossibleto accept
differentlevelsof ‘ dearnesspay’ to remedy the malady of
inflation. Likewise, thedateof retirement (for pensioners)
would bewhoally irrdlevant to determinethe dearness pay’
to be extended to retired employees’. Quoting these, our
Federation haswrittentothe Bank for extending the benefit
to al the pre 1.11.2002 pensioners with effect from
1.5.2005. Our Bank, inturn, referred the matter to Indian
Banks Association who has sincereplied that the three
Nationalised Banks have filed writ appeals before the
Division Bench and thereforewe may wait for adecision
by the Division Bench.

NOTING OF DATE OF DEATH: On receipt of
information of death of a pensioner/family, the
pens on paying branchisto notethe date of desthin
the portal. Once the date of death is noted and
authorized, payment of pensionwill get suspended.
Dateof deathisto benoted using the menu‘ Date of
death’. All entries made by amaker have to be
authorized by achecker at the branch.Documents
such as death certificate, pertaining to closue of
pens on account and those pertaining conversionto
family pension, if required, are to be sent to PPG
department of respective LHO for further
processing.

TRANSFER OF ACCOUNT:On receipt of
gpplicationfor transfer of pension account fromone
branch to another, the home branchisto be changed




in CBS. The pension documents are to be sent to
thetransferee branch. Suitableadviceisto besent
to PPG department of respective LHO. Onrecelpt
of such advice PPG department is to advise
CSPPC, Kolkatta for making necessary
amendmentsin the portal. Once the amendment
has been carried out by CSPPC, the transferee
branchwill beresponsiblefor the pension and for
depositing TDS of the pensioner to Income Tax
Department and issue of Form 16. In case the
account istransferred from one Circleto another,
the pensionfileisto be sent by PPG department to
thetransfereeCircle.

IMPROVEMENTS MADE/APPROVED BY
RESERVE BANK OF INDIA TO ITS
PENSIONERS:

At their meeting held on 5" July 2012, the Central
Board of Reserve Bank of Indiagpproved theamendments
to Regulations 28 and 32 of the RBI Pension Regulations
1990 giving effect to thefollowing improvementsin the
payment of pensiontoitsPensioners/family pensioners.-.

(1) Therateof basic pensionwill befifty per cent of the
averageemolumentsfor thelast 10 monthsor thelast
pay drawn whichever is more beneficial to the
employee.

(2) Minimum pension increased from Rs. 720/ p.m. to
Rs.3,500/-.

(3) Serviceof twenty yearswill qualify for full pension
(reduced from 33 years)

(4) Linkageof 33 yearshasbecomeredundant. Pension
will be payable on proportionate basisfor lessthan
twenty yearsof service.

(5) Theordinary rate of family pension will be 30% of
pay uniformly plus DR, subject to a minimum of
Rs.3,500/- p.m. and maximum of Rs.24,495/- p.m.,
i.e: 30% of Grade F sexisting scale.
Theseamendments comeinto forcefrom thedate of

publicationin the Government Gazette. The amendments

have been published in the Gazette of IndiaNo.2 for 12"

January to 18" January 2013.

DIFFERENTIAL TREATMENT IN FIXING
PENSION UNFAIR, RULES SC.-TAMIL NADU

G.O.CLASSIFYING PENSIONERSINTO THOSE
WHO RETIRED BEFORE AND AFTER JUNE 1,
1988 STRUCK DOWN

We reproduce below a report published in “The
Hindu” dated 27.01.2013 for the information of all
members

“Infixing pension, no differential treatment can
be made among gover nment employeeswhor etired
in different periodswhiletaking into consideration
their ‘dearnesspay’, the Supreme Court hasheld.

Inaruling that will benefit thousandsof employees, a
bench of Justices D.K.Jain (who hassincetaken over as
Law Commission Chairman) and J.S.Khehar quashed on
August 9, 1989 Tamilnadu Government Order totheextent
that it extended to employeeswho retired on or after June
1, 1988, alower component of dearness pay as against
thosewho had retired prior to June 1, 1988, hol ding that
the G.O. wasviolative of Article 14 (equality before
law) and 16 (equality in matter sof publicemployment)
of the Constitution.

TheBenchsaidtherewasnovdidjudtificationfor the
government “to have dlassfied pengonersamilarly Stuated
astheappdlants—the Kalakurichi Tauk Retired Officia
Association etc. (whoretired after 1.6.1988 ) —fromthose
who had retired prior thereto.”

Writing thejudgment, Justice Khehar said inflation
would havethe sameeffect onal pensonerswhether they
retired prior to or after June 1, 1988. “The purpose of
adding the component of dear ness pay to wagesfor
calculating pensionisto offset theeffect of inflation.
Thereforethe classificationintheimpugned GO. placing
employeeswhoretired after 1.6.1988 at adisadvantage,
vis-avis the employees who retired prior thereto, by
allowing them alower component of ‘dearness pay’ is
clearly arbitrary and discriminatory.

The Bench said “in a situation where the State
Government had chosen that a particular component of
‘dearnessallowance’ would betreated as‘ dearnesspay’,
it could not discriminate between one set of pensioners
and another whilecal culating the pens on payableto them.

Intheinstant appeals, asinglejudge of the Madras
High court granted relief to the pensionersbut aDivision
Benchreversedtheorder. The present batch of appeals
wasdirected against that judgment.”

CIRCULAR LETTER TO ALL AFFILIATES

Wefurnish hereunder areport on the developments
inour W.PNo 184/2011 for your information.

“Sub : W/P 184/2011 FILED BY THE
FEDERATION OF SBI PENSIONERS IN THE
SUPREME COURT OF INDIA

All of ushave anxiously been waiting for thefinal
disposal of theabove Writ Petition filed under Article 32
by our Federationin March 2011 by the Supreme Court
with the hope of securing justice by the removal of the
various discriminations caused to us. The above Writ
Petition was disposed of by the Hon' ble Supreme Court
at thehearing held on 27.02.2013 by ordering thetransfer
of the above Writ Petition to Delhi High Court with
completed pleadingswith directionsfor itsdisposal by a
Benchwithinsx months. A copy of thisorder hasaready
been sent toyou. Till thisdecisonwastaken by theHon' ble
Judges, the proceedings of the earlier hearingsdid give
riseto our hopethat justice would soon berendered to us.

2. A consciousdecision wastaken by our Federation
to filethe Writ Petition under Article 32 with aview to
securing justice, asit takes many yearsfor the eventual
disposal of aWrit Petitionfiled under Article226inaHigh
Court. Thedelay being experienced inthe Writ Petitions
filed by many pensionersintheir individual capacity still
pending beforethevariousHigh Courtsfor resolving some
of our pensionissuesisone of themgor reasonsfor this
decision of our Federation. In our above Writ Petition,
information onthewithdrawal of theWrit Petitionfiledin
2000 under Article 32 by our Federation hasbeen furnished.
The fact that a W.P filed in 2002 by seven individual
pensionersinthe Delhi High Court wasa so brought to the
knowledge of the Supreme Court. A comparative statement
furnishing thedifferencesinthe prayersbetweentheabove
Writ Petitions and the present Writ Petition was also
furnished to the Supreme Court.

3. Thefact that alarge number of pensioners have
passed away without receiving their legitimate pension
benefitswas also placed before the Supreme Court. The
Supreme Court convinced of themerit of our casedirected

theissue of Dasti Noticesto the Respondents. Our Bank
fileditsobjectionsinitscounter affidavit. But the Central
Government, which did not respond to the Notice served
on it for quite sometime, was directed by the Supreme
Court to submit its Counter Affidavit. Our Federation
submitted itsrgoinder affidavitscountering al theobjections
raised by them. The Hon’ ble Judges thereafter directed
the posting of our W.P, for final disposal inAugust 2012,
accepting the pleaof our Counsel for an early decision.
Due to certain developments, the hearing posted on
08.08.2012 and 9-01-2013 did not take place. Theresfter,
at thehearing held on 19.02.2013, the Judges pointing out
tothe ASG that the SBI isin apositionto pay the pension
on actual pay last drawn subject to amaximum of ¥z of
pay to all itspensioners, asper itsproposal, asked for the
reasonsfor the rgjection of thisproposal by the Central
Government. At therequest of ASG, aweek’stimewas
granted for submitting itsresponse. The next hearing was
posted to 26.02.2013 for final disposal. Due to pre-
occupation with other caseson 26.02.2013, the hearing
of our W.Pwas postponed to 27.02.2013.

4. At the hearing held on 27.02.2013, the Hon' ble
Judgesasked for theresponse of the Central Government
fromtheAdditiona Solicitor Generd, onthe pointsraised
by them at the hearing held on 19.02.2013. The ASG
responded that the Government is against granting any
increaseinthe payment of pension by State Bank of India.
Hea so brought to the notice of the Supreme Court some
of itsdecisionsrejecting petitionsfiled under Article 32 on
servicemattersand pleaded for thedismissal of our Writ
Petition. Our Counsdl pleaded that the Dasti noticeswere
issued to the Respondents by the Supreme Court, only
after these obj ectionsweretaken cognizance of and taking
into account the death of alarge number of pensioners
after thefiling of our above Writ Petition without receiving
their legitimate pension. Our Counsd a so pointed out that
our present prayers are made on the basis of ajudgement
delivered in 1989 in aW.Pfiled under Article 32. Toa
query raised on this W.P by the Judges, our Advocate
replied that the Government did not then oppose that
petition filed under Article 32. Indication wasalso given
by one of the Judges on admitting our W.P,if wesoinsist.
Admission of our W.Pwould also lead to adelay of 2/3
yearsand posting for final disposal before another Bench
at that time. The Hon' ble Judges recognizing that the
pleadingsby all the partiesare complete, offered totransfer
our caseto any High Court with the compl eted pleadings




foritsearly disposal. Thereafter with the consent of our
Counsd, they ordered thetransfer of our Writ Petitionwith
all the papersto the Delhi High Court with directionsto
decide our casewithin six monthsby aBench.

5. The Supreme Court decided to transfer our Writ
Petition to Delhi High Court with the completed pleadings
without dismissing it, as pleaded by the Counsel of the
Government. The Government isreported to havetaken a
stand that any further increasein pension payment would
haveanimpact on the profitability of SBI. Thenet profits
declared by the SBI havegrown subgtantialy over theyears
with substantial increasein the Dividendsdeclared from
40%in 199710 350%in 2012. Asper theaudited financia
statementsof SBI Pension Fund and I Bl Pension Fund as
on 31.3.2012, the SBI Pension Fund had a corpus of
Rs.27, 024.66 croresand | Bl Pension Fund had acorpus
of Rs.182.27 crores. Theincome earned onthesefundsis
Rs.1303.00 croresand Rs.15.67 croresrespectively. The
total pension paymentsfor 2011-2012 from these funds
are Rs.1,149.59 crores. Theincomethat can be earned
on the corpus even at 8%p.awould be about Rs.2, 162
croresp.a. For the payment of pension at 50% of to pay
toal the pensoners, theadditiona amount involved would
belessthan Rs.200 crores, per year, which can very well
betaken care of by theincome earned onthe corpus. The
payment of arrearsto al theeligible pensionerswith effect
from 01.11.1987 would not exceed about Rs. 1600 crores
as per arough estimate made. The above stand does not
thereforehhave any credenceor justification.

6. The order by the Supreme Court to transfer the
above Writ Petition to Delhi High Court with directionto
decidewithinax monthsislikely toresultinfurther delay in
securing our legitimate pension benefits. Thisdelay itself
would servethe purpose of the Government, asmoreand
moredigiblepensonerswould die. Weareawarethat any
Court would have to grant our prayers for payment of
pension on actual pay without any discrimination by
reckoning theentire pens onable serviceup toamaximum
of service of 30 years, asotherwise, any other different
judgement would be against thisbasislaid down by the
Apex Courtinitsvariousjudicia pronouncements. Onthe
merit of our issues, no other judicia verdictislikely tobe
pronounced. The maximum damagethat could be caused
tousisonly by ddayingtheverdict. Thetechnica objections
of the Government onthefinal disposa of the above Writ
Petition under Article32 causng further delay inour securing
ajudicial remedy do not therefore lend any credit to the

role expected to be played by it asthe guardian of law or
asamoded employer.

7. Another important development is the issue of
notices dated 16-2-2013 by The Supreme Court Legal
ServicesCommittee on our Federation and theindividual
petitionersand the Respondents—the Central Government
and SBI asking their consent for considering their case by
the 7" Lok Adaat to be held in April this year. Our
Federation did not approach the above Committee with
any request for consdering our caseby the7th Lok Adalat.
Itisquitelikely that the notices have beenissued under
Sections 19 (5) and 20 (ii) of theLegd ServicesAuthorities
Act 1987, which are reproduced below for your
information.

Section 19(5) A Lok Adalat shall havejurisdictionto
determine and to arrive at a compromise or settlement
between the partiesto adisputein respect of -

(i) any case pending beforeany court or

(i) any matter whichisfalingwithinthejurisdiction of and
isnot brought before, any court for whichthe Lok Adalat
isorganized : Provided that the Lok Adalat shall haveno
jurisdiction in respect of any case or matter relating to an
offence not compoundable under any law.

Section 20. COGNIZANCE OF CASESBY LOK
ADALATS:

() Whereinany casereferred toin clause (i) of sub-
section (5) of Section 19

the court issatisfied that the matter isan appropriate
oneto betaken cognizanceof by theL ok Adaat, the
court shall refer the caseto the Lok Adalat provided
that no caseshal bereferred to the Lok Adalat under
sub-clause (b) of clause (i) or clause (ii) by such
court except after giving areasonabl e opportunity of
being heard to the parties.

Itisnot clear whether the Central Government and our
Bank would give their consent. Our Federation felt it
advisableto giveitsconsent for consideringitscaseby the
above Lok Adalat. It isnot also clear whether this Lok
Adalat would consider our case, after our Writ Petition
has been disposed of by the Supreme Court. In case, any
satisfactory resolution of theissuesraisedinour W.Pisnot
possible, our Federation and the petitioners can opt out of
the proceedings of the Lok Adalat at any time, beforeits
conclusons.




8. Theposition obtaining inthe W.Pfiledin2002 in
the Delhi High Court and the W.Pfiled in 2002 intheA.P
High Court and in the W,P pending before the Jodhpur
Bench of the Rgjasthan High Court iswell known. They
arestill pending beforeasingle Judge. The Writ appeals
against thejudgements by two different Single Judges of
theMadrasHigh Court and by asingle Judgeof theKerda
High Court are pending beforethe Division Benches. On
merit, dl these Wit Petitions should eventually be decided
infavour of the petitioners by the High Courts. But the
Governmentislikely to deploy itsmighty forceby obtaining
stay against such favourable verdicts of the High Courts
and getting its Specia Leave Petition admitted by the
Supreme Court. The admission of a SLP would lead to
further delay of 2/3 years, beforethe Supreme Court gives
its verdicts. In the circumstances, our above W.P now
transferred to aBench of the Delhi High Court needsto be
carefully and closely followed up.

9. Thedevelopmentsin our W.Pclearly indicatethat
the merit of our case has strongly been established. The
merit of theissuesrai sed therein will bethedeciding factor.
Wearetherefore quite confident of establishing our case.
The Delhi High Court has posted our Writ Petition with
Number 1875/2013 for hearing on 2-4-2013. Had a\Writ
Petition been filed by our Federation under Art 226ina
High Court, this position could not have been reached.
Weshdll arrangeto appoint aSenior Counsdl of reputation
and competencefor presenting our caseinthe Delhi High
Court. Wewill continueour lega fight withal our strength
and assure all our Affiliates and their membersthat our
Federation would takeal possiblesteps, till we secureour
legitimatebenefits.

EX-SERVICEMEN EMPLOYEESOF THE BANK
-PAYMENT OF SECOND FAMILY PENSION

On page No.8 of our Oct-Dec 2012 Bulletin, we
had informed members about the | etter sent to the Bank
by our Federation to comply with the order passed by the
Armed Forces Tribunad Benchdirecting that family pension
hasto be sanctioned by the Bank to the beneficiaries of
the deceased ex-servicemen employeesin addition to their
digiblefamily pensonfromthe Government . Wearehappy
to advise that the Bank has since issued a circular
(N0.1206/2012-13:CDO/P & HRD-PM/83) on the
subject, making the provisionseffectivefrom 24.09.2012.
The benefit of these provisions shall be allowed in past
casesalso but with effect from 24.09.2012 only. Our ex-
servicemen pensioners may make a note of this
improvement and approach the Bank for the purpose.

SBlI SCHEME FOR PAYMENT OF EX-GRATIA
LUMPSUM AMOUNT -WINDOW FOR
SUBMISSION OFAPPLICATION

Youwill recall that we had informed membersabout
the bank’ sscheme of payment of lumpsum ex-gratia, and
thedetail sthereof, on page Nos.4/5 of our Bulletin Vol .6,
Issue2 (July-Sept 2012). Wearehappy toinform members
that the Corporate Centre, Mumbai has now issued a
Circular (No.CDO/P&HRD-PM/74/2012-13 dated
11.02.13) extending thetime-limit upto 31.12.2013for
submission of applicationsby the dependents. Itislikely
that dl thedigibledependentshavenot receivedthe benefit
dueto onereason or theother. We, therefore, appea to
our memberstoidentify such casesand assist themtoobtain
appropriatefinancia benefit from the Bank, asenvisaged
intheBank’scirculars. A copy of theBank’scircular dated
11.02.13 isreproduced for the information of members
and necessary action by the dependents of the deceased
employees/officers:

“Pleaserefer to our circular No.CDO/P& HRD-PM-
37/2011-12 dated 7 July 2011 vide which one-time
opportunity was granted to the dependents of such cases
declined and or not entertained on account of late
submission to apply afresh upto 31.12.2011.




2. In this connection please refer to para 3 of our
circular No.CDO/P& HRD-PM/6/2012-13 dated 17™
April 2012 videwhichaminimum ex-gratiaamount of 50%
of the cadrewise digibility is payable to all past cases
declined/rgjected on account of not fulfilling penury norms.
