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Inauguration of Pensioners’ Meet by Sri Thalachil Sivadas, General Manager

The 24™ Annual General Meeting of SBIPA Kerala, held
on 24™ May 2025 at A. P. Raveendran Nagar (Sree
Narayana Centenary Hall), Kozhikode, was truly a
landmark event in the history of our Pensioners’
Association. The meeting was graciously hosted by our
Kozhikode District Committee under the able leadership
of our General Secretary, Shri A. Raghavan, who also
served as the Chairman of the Reception Committee. He
was ably supported by, Shri C. Venugopalan (General
Convenor), Shri Balagopala Menon (Joint General
Convenor) and all dedicated members of the Reception
Committee.

The meeting was attended by more than 1,700 members,
setting a historic record for participation in any of our
past conferences. It is also noteworthy that our

Association is celebrating its Silver Jubilee year in 2025,
making this Annual Meeting all the more special and
memorable.

Our 24" Annual General Meeting started with the
hoisting of our flag by our beloved President Shri. K
Rajeevan at 9.00 am amidst a large gathering of our
members, including State Committee Members, Members
of the Reception Committee, shouting slogans, depicting
the legacy and glory of our Association.

SBI Pensioners’ Meet which was organised jointly by our
Local Head Office and SBI Pensioners’ Association,
commenced at 10 am preceded by a beautiful cultural
programme, an invocation dance by Smt. Bindhya,

PENSION UPDATION - WHETHER IT WILL
HAPPEN IN THE NEAR FUTURE?

For decades, the voices of bank retirees across India
have echoed with a single demand—pension updation.
The struggles put in by our ancestors and the present day
leadership of all Pensioners’ Associations are well
acclaimed as attempts to fulfill our dream in the near
future. Our legal journey has been long and often
frustrating. The oldest case among our legal efforts, filed
by Shri S.C. Singla was listed in the Hon’ble Supreme
Court only in June this year. Unfortunately, the final
hearing has now been postponed to August 2025.

In this context, let us examine the status and statement of
facts regarding our long demand for pension updation:-

A grim reality check

No formal pension revision has been implemented for
retirees of nationalised banks since its implementation in
1995 and SBI, despite decades of demands.

The Indian Banks’ Association (IBA) maintains that the
existing pension regulations do not provide for revision,
unlike in the Central Government or RBI schemes.

Pensioners currently receive Dearness Relief (DR),
which is updated periodically, but base pension remains
unchanged without any revision, unlike in the Central
Government or RBI schemes.

Our Federation, along with other constituents of
CBPRO, has consistently demanded pension updation,
asserting that Regulation 35(1) of the Bank Employees’
Pension Regulations 1995, provides for such updation.

We, the Bank Pensioners’ Associations, argue that banks
have ample pension funds. Pension corpus of public
sector banks has grown over to Rs.4.56 lakh crores as of
March 2025. The total cost of pension updation will be
around Rs.39,000 crores every year which is far below
the interest earnings of the Pension Corpus Fund.

RBI retirees have received two rounds of pension
updates, in 2019 and 2023, setting a clear precedent.

Strategy and road ahead

Mass protests and hunger strikes are being organised
across India to pressure the government and IBA.

In Kerala under the active participation of three
Pensioners Associations viz., SBI Pensioners’ Association
Kerala, All Kerala Bank Retirees’ Forum, All India Bank
Pensioners and Retirees’ Confederation, under the
banner of Joint Forum of Bank Retirees, Kerala
proposed to go for one day hunger strike on 19" July
2025 in Kasaragode, Kozhikode, Ernakulam and
Thiruvananthapuram.

Let us (a) continue legal and organisational efforts for
our pension updation, putting pressure on Central
Government and IBA (b) coordinate with the United
Forum of Bank Unions (UFBU) and launch more
agitation programs including demonstrations and
dharnas (c) submit memorandum to the Indian Banks’
Association (IBA), Department of Financial Services
(DFS), and Members of Parliament (d) demand pension
updation in line with RBI’s formula, citing Regulation
35(1) of the Pension Regulations which allows for
revision (e) support and initiate litigation, including the
Supreme Court case expected to be heard in August
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2025 (f) provide legal interpretations and justifications
for pension revision, challenging IBA’s stance (g)
organise hunger strikes, dharnas, and demonstrations
across India to raise public and political awareness (h)
conduct national conferences and governing council
meetings with thousands of delegates to strategise and
unify efforts (i) collaborate with UFBU (United Forum
of Bank Unions) and other trade unions to amplify
pressure on IBA to project pension updation as a social
justice, especially for senior citizens, retirees over 70
years (j) ensure direct dialogue with IBA and DFS and
improve negotiation status.

* Achieve pension revision for all retirees.

* Secure free medical insurance for the basic
amount and GST relief on premium on
additional coverage.

*  Advocate for Senior Citizens welfare.

Let us stand united and resolute. Let our collective voice
grow louder and our steps firmer.

A nation that honours welfare of its elders, builds a
legacy of wisdom, compassion, and dignity for
generations to come.

However, it is
only a beginning step in achieving pension updation in
the coming years. Our pension corpus fund was Rs.2.43
lakh crore during 2024 in SBI and the total corpus fund
of all nationalised banks is more than Rs.4.50 lakh crore.
The yearly yield on these corpus funds are more than
sufficient for updation of pension which is pending for
years. More over, it is disheartening to note that most of

the beneficiaries of the pension updation has already left
for their heavenly abode.

Dipak Kumar Basu highlighted that
majority of the problems faced by pensioners are on
account of Bipartite Settlements. He quoted the example
of stagnation increments allowed in 8", 9* 10", 11" and
12" Bipartite settlements with modifications reducing the

period from three to two years, some with out notional
effect etc., which required a lot of reworking and re-
calculation in pension, subsequently. He further detailed
very confidently on the issues in SBI pension calculation
and the genesis of 40 to 50 % issue, 100% neutralisation
and also about the years of long efforts put in by the
Federation including legal fight in the High Courts and
Supreme Court. He also spoke about the inadequacies in
HRMS and PPG Departments in complementing each
other and the deficiencies in digitising Mutual Welfare
Scheme. He mentioned about extending E pharmacy
facility to Policy A holders, the anomalies in

commutation factor of pension in our Bank, the
unjustifiable commutation recovery period of 15 years
and high interest rate on pension loans etc. He also
explained in detail the Federation’s efforts to strengthen
the coordination with serving Federations and the joint
efforts needed to achieve our long-pending demand for
updation of pension.

Our General Secretary, Sri. Philip Koshy made a detailed
address and emphasised that all our activities should
focus on our members. He also highlighted the proposed
Silver Jubilee programmes in the year 2025.

REVISION OF THE SBI FAMILY PENSION
SCHEME

The following are the changes in family pension scheme
as per Bank’s e-Circular No. Circular No.: CDO/PAHRD-
PPFG/16/2025 -26 dated the 1* July 2025.

The modified instructions below are effective from 1*
July 2025. Family pension is payable as per the
following sequence:-
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(a) To the widow / widower upto his / her death or
remarriage, whichever is earlier.

(b) Failing (a) above, to the child (including widowed /
divorced daughter) till he / she attains the age of 25 years
or upto the date of his / her marriage / remarriage or is
gainfully employed, whichever is earlier.

(c) Where the pensioner leaves behind more children
than one, family pension shall first be payable to children
below the age of 25 years who fulfil the eligibility
conditions for grant of family pension, in the order of
their birth.

(d) Failing (a) to (c) above, to the son or daughter for
life, if he /she is physically crippled or disabled so as to
render him unable to earn a living even after attaining the
age of 25 years.

(e) Failing (a) to (d) above, to the parents who were
wholly dependent upon the employee when he / she was
alive, provided the deceased employee has left behind
neither a widow nor a child. Among the parents, mother
will have precedence over father.

Family pension at the full rate of normal pension

(@) When a member dies while in service after
completion of 20 years' pensionable service, the family
shall be eligible, for the first seven years after date of
death, for a family pension at the full rate of normal
pension to which the employee would have been entitled
had he actually survived and retired on that date or for a
period up to the date on which the deceased employee
would have attained the age of 65 years had he survived,
whichever is less.

(b) In the event of death of a member after retirement,
the family shall be eligible for a period of seven years or
for a period upto the date on which the retired deceased
employee would have attained the age of 65 years had he
survived, whichever is less. Thereafter, the eligibility
will be at the rate prescribed for family pension.

Commutation deduction from the family pension

From 01.07.2025, monthly commuted amount of pension
is not to be deducted from the family pension (including
in cases where it is paid at the full rate of normal
pension ) and family pension shall be paid in full without
any deduction. This is applicable to eAB family
pensioners also.

The consistent efforts and appeals made by the SBI
