A legacy of advocacy
The evolution of SBI Pensioners and
Retirees’ Association, Kerala

The State Bank of India Pensioners’ Association Kerala
(SBIPA-K) which changed its name to State Bank of
India Pensioners and Retirees’ Association (SBIPRA)
Kerala vide Bye Law amendment adopted in its 24"
Annual General Body Meeting held at Kozhikode on 24"
May 2025, serves as a vital force for the welfare of
retired SBI employees and officers within the state. Its
chronicle is a compelling narrative of transformation,

marking the shift from a distant, centralised
administration to a localised, member centric
movement.

1. Origins and the Chennai Legacy

Prior to 2001, SBI pensioners in Kerala, Mahe, and the
Lakshadweep Islands were integrated into the SBI
Pensioners’ Association (Chennai Circle).

Formation of Kerala Circle of State Bank of India, as
the Bank's 14™ independent Circle, necessitated a
parallel evolution in our Pensioners’ Association to
effectively address regional grievances and facilitate
seamless coordination with the newly established Circle
Management at Thiruvananthapuram.

2. The genesis of SBI Pensioners’ Association (Kerala)

In the wake of the SBI Kerala Circle’s formation, an
adhoc committee comprising representatives from
Thiruvananthapuram, Ernakulam, and Kozhikode was
convened to establish a dedicated body for the region’s
retirees.

Inception: The Association was formally inaugurated on
March 3, 2001, during its first meeting at Ernakulam.

Legal Framework: It achieved official status on April
25, 2001, under the Travancore Cochin Literary,
Scientific & Charitable Societies Registration Act 12 of
1955 and came into existence on 25-04-2001 with Reg.
No.ER/150/2001.

Visionary Leadership: Sri. Menon A K was elected as
the first General Secretary. He was instrumental in the
foundational — phase, meticulously drafting the

Association’s Bye-laws and establishing its Registered
Headquarters at Ernakulam.

3. Organisational Evolution

As the banking sector underwent rapid modernisation,
our Association followed suit. What began as a modest
gathering of retirees has flourished into a formidable
organisation representing thousands of members across
all 14 districts of Kerala. A large number of employees
and officers who have retired under SBI Voluntary
Retirement Scheme, as on 31st March 2001 and joined
the Association during its formation days, was a
strength in its initial years.

4. Vision, Mission and Achievements

* To organise and unite all pensioners and family
pensioners of State Bank of India and its predecessors
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* To secure all kinds of relief for the benefit of members
* To try to redress their grievances

e To co-operate and federate with organisations
particularly those having similar objects in India.

* To take such other steps as may be necessary to
ameliorate the social, economic and civic condition of
the members

* To raise such money or funds by way of subscription,
donation or loans from members or others including
Banks/ other institutions as may be necessary for the
furtherance of the objects of the Association

A historic milestone was reached during the 24" Annual
General Body Meeting in Kozhikode on May 24, 2025.
The General body voted to adopt the name State Bank of
India Pensioners and Retirees’ Association (SBIPRA).
This strategic rebranding reflects a more inclusive ethos,
extending the Association’s protective umbrella to all
retirees regardless of their specific pension categories,
thereby broadening its mandate to universal "Retiree
Welfare."

4. Strategic missions and key achievements

Throughout its tenure, the Association has transcended
mere administrative liaison to become a formidable
advocate for its constituents. Notable achievements
include:

Pension parity and advocacy: Our Association has been
a vanguard in the national campaign for pension
updation and the implementation of the "50% of last
drawn salary" formula, working in close synergy with
the Federation of SBI Pensioners’ Associations
(FSBIPA).

Philanthropy and social cohesion: Beyond advocacy,
the Association fosters community through "Silver
Jubilee" celebrations for members reaching the ages of
75 or 85. It also maintains a robust philanthropic
presence through charitable initiatives spearheaded by
its district units.

As on 31* March, 2026 total membership stood at 14313
comprising:

Service Pension Life Members: 7374
Family Pension Members: 1049
Associate Family Members: 5890

5. Silver Jubilee Celebrations 2026

SBI Pensioners and Retirees’ Association Kerala is
celebrating 25" year of its existence in 2026. A variety
of programmes have been carried out this year and its
final presentation is planned at the Annual General
Body Meeting at Kollam on 25tth April 2026. Some of
the important initiatives are as follows:

Women’s Forum: As part of its initiatives Women’s
Forum has been formed in all District Units to
coordinate with family pensioners and implement
various welfare schemes creating an umbrella for
redressing the grievances of women members especially
our family pensioners, also aiming at Women
empowerment.

Healthcare stewardship: A flagship initiative of the
Association is the management of the SBI Health
insurance schemes. The Kerala unit is distinguished for
its proactive district level help desks, which provide vital
technical assistance to elderly members navigating
digital enrollment and claims-processing. We were able
to achieve the first place pan India, in highest new
enrollments, highest percentage of renewals and we
stood as highest percentage of members with Health
Insurance. This was made possible with the untiring
efforts of our office bearers who have volunteered to
create Help Desks at all district Centres.

Honouring founder leaders: We intend to honour our
founder leaders who are alive on the culmination of
Silver Jubilee Celebrations, with ponnada and Classic
Plaque at our Annual General Meeting at Kollam on
25" April 2026

Silver Jubilee Souvenir: A Silver Jubilee Souvenir will
be released at our Annual General Body Meeting, which
is a document of our history, struggles and achievements
during the last 25 years, since our inception on 25"
April, 2001. We intend to provide a copy of the Silver
Jubilee Souvenir to every member which can be
preserved by them as a testimony of SBI Pensioners and
Retirees’ Association Kerala.

discussed and thanked the Chairman for introduction of
the “SBI Tribute Scheme”. Our Chairman requested us
for our co-operation in deposit mobilisation, business
development and also the success for new initiatives of
the Bank.

Small committee meeting

A meeting of our Federation leaders with the top
management was held on 14™ October 2025 with the
following Agenda:

a. Revision in terms and conditions of the SBI Family
Pension Scheme regarding provision of life time family
pension to the differently abled children of employees.

b. Revision in terms and conditions of SBI Family
Pension Scheme relating to eligibility of family pension
to widowed/ divorced daughter even after attaining 25
years.

c. Extension of benefit of notional stagnation increment
for the purpose of pension benefits to those who have
retired between 01.11.2012 and 30.04.2015.

d. Extension of eligible benefit of notional stagnation
increment to all employees retired between 01.05.2015
and 31.03.2016 and whose period of 12 months / 10
months average substantive salary for SBI/ e-ABs
employees respectively, falls during the period between
01.11.2012 and 30.04.2015.

e. Post merger payment of salary and allowances to e-
AB employees.

f. Establishment of dispensaries at all AO/ RBO Centers
and posting of medical officers and pharmacists.

Our General Secretary and State President in the
Governing Body Meeting of FSBIPA at Gandhi Nagar

Court Case No0.1875/2013 regarding 40/50 pending
before Honourable Delhi High Court

Bank has implemented pension at 50% of average 12
months substantive salary with half of PQP and half of
FPP Incremental component with effect from 10.11.2023
instead of 01.03.1999. The decision was challenged by
the Federation and filed an amended petition for
implementation of the revised formula with effect from
01.03.1999. The case came up for hearing from 28"
January 2026, subsequently to 18" February 2026 and
posted to 23" March 2026. It was further posted to
26.05.2026 for final hearing and judgement.

Computation of pension and family pension

Federation has represented to the Bank for re-
computation of pension and family pension on account
of sanction of additional stagnation increments to Scale
IV and V during 10", 11" and 12" Bipartite settlements.
The implementation of 30% of last drawn pay as family
pension thus needs re-calculation for the family pension
also. There are many such cases which need attention
and rectification by the PPG Department.
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Issues relating to 7" & 8" BPS 4™ & 5™ Joint Note
Retirees

The non inclusion of pay components such as PQP and
FPP for retirees who are covered under provisions of 7"
BPS/ 4™ Joint Note and payments of arrears from the
dates of their retirements, are still pending in many cases
which was denied by the Bank vide e-Circular No
CDO/P&HRD-PM/26/2006-07 dated 25th August 2006,
also have been represented.

Payment of minimum amount of Rs.10000 to Pre
1986 retirees

The minimum payment of Rs.10000 pm as ex-gratia is
not extended to SBI pensioners and family pensioners
from 1.4.2023, was also represented for implementation.

Pension Payment Advice

The Pension Payment Advices available in HRMS are
not updated in many cases. This also was represented for
immediate rectification.

SBI Health Assist Policy B 2026-2027

There have been considerable improvements in the SBI
Health Assist Policy B this year. The subsidy for those
who are above 80 years has been increased to 80%
(Rs.17208) of the Basic Premium. For those who are
above 70 years and less than 80 years and family
pensioners, the subsidy amount is 50% (Rs.9560) of the
Basic Premium. E- Pharmacy Scheme limit is also
increased from Rs.12000 to 15000 and Rs.20000 for
those who are above 80 years. Exemption of GST on
Premiums was denied as the Scheme is considered under
the category of Group Insurance.

Federation is taking appropriate steps to approach Court
for de-categorization of the scheme for getting GST
exemption.

Extension of SBI Health Assist Policy B to E-
Associate Bank Retirees

The scheme is available to E Associate Bank retirees
with effect from 1* November 2025.

Tie up arrangements with diagnostic centres for lab
tests:

Currently, there are 33 pathological tests available to us
in empanelled diagnostic centres. Federation has
requested the management to add the following six more
lab tests to the approved list:-.

(1) Mammography, (2) Sonography, (3) Vitamin B12
test, (4) Vitamin D3 test, (5) laryngitis test (5) CT Scan.

Employees Mutual Welfare Scheme

The scheme was implemented in our Bank during 1982
and discontinued from 1993. Bank has not computerised
the details of the scheme and still maintaining manual
registers. For those who have enrolled in the scheme but
have no proof of their membership, the benefits are not
available now. Many beneficiaries, particularly family
pensioners, remain unaware of their entitlement to
monthly pensions and medical benefits under the
Scheme.  Federation has requested the bank for
immediate intervention in the matter.

Issues relating to e-Associate Bank retirees

There are many issues of retirees of e-Associate Banks
which require immediate attention. Federation has
requested all affiliates to collect such grievances and
present it to Vice President Sri. Ramesh P Saxena to take
up with appropriate authorities.

New Pension Scheme optees
There are many issues facing retirees who are under

New Pension Scheme, such as denying login facility to
HRMS, Health Insurance Scheme, ID Cards, Holiday
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homes etc. Federation has represented all the above
issues to management for immediate resolution.

Tax on perquisite value of staff loans

Bank has absorbed the perquisite tax of pensioners on
staff loans like housing, car and educational loans
availed by them. However during financial year 2024-25
this was not available to those who have not submitted
Investment Declaration Form in HRMS. This was taken
up and the Bank has assured to treat retired persons at
par for absorption of perquisite tax in the ensuing year.

Updation of pension

At Industry level, pension in lieu of provident fund was
introduced to all member Banks of IBA w.e.f 01.01.1986
and Bank Employees Pension Regulations 1995 as a
Statutory Regulation which was signed by all
constituents of UFBU with IBA. Updation of pension
for those who retired from 01.01.1986 to 31.101987 was
considered as per section 35(1) of BEPR 1995.
Subsequently during march 2003 Sec 35(1) was
amended by introducing a clause saying that, “Basic
pension and additional pension wherever applicable
shall be updated as per formule given in Appendix I”. In
RBI, pension and family pension updation took place
w.e.f 01.03.2019. In NABARD pension updation
implemented from 01.11.2022, Public Sector Insurance
Companies wage and pension revision implemented
from 01.08.2022. 8" Pay Commission for Central
Government employees and Public Sector undertakings
will be with effect from 01.01.2026.

M C Singla case for pension updation

The hearing scheduled for February 18, 2026, is widely
viewed as a potential "turning point" for the M.C. Singla
vs. Union of India case. Since the case is marked as
"Part-Heard," it is effectively at the front of the line for
the bench of Justice Vikram Nath and Justice Sandeep
Mehta. The case is posted to 9" April for final hearing
and judgment.

Uniform D R Formula for Retirees

With effect from 01.11.2022, the Base Year for DA for
Index CPI (1960=100) to CPI (2016=100) with merger
of 8088 points of DA, was implemented for serving
employees. But for retired employees this has been
denied and cost neutral formula is suggested by IBA.
While implementing 100% DR neutralisation w.e.f
01.10.2023, for pensioners who retired before
01.11.2022, the arrears of DR from 01.05.2005 to
30.09.2023 is not paid. Pensioners’ Organisations are
fighting against this injustice.

Commutation of pension

The Commutation factor for SBI employees is at 6.60 as
against 9.81 for other bank employees. Recovery is 180
monthly installments. Federation has taken up the matter
to increase the commutation factor 9.81 on par with
other Bank employees and reduce the recovery from 180
monthly installments to 144 month installments.

Pensioners’ Day

December 17" is significant for all pensioners. As on
this day in the year 1982, the Hon’ble Supreme Court,
led by the then Hon’ble Chief Justice Y V Chandrachud
delivered landmark judgement guaranteeing dignity to
the pensioners in the case of Shri D S Nakara Vs Union
of India. The Ruling declared that “Pension is not a
bounty nor a matter of grace depending upon the
sweet will of the employers. It is a payment for the
past services rendered, a differed wage”

For extension of benefits to the pensioners, there cannot
be discrimination based on the date of retirement. This
is a fundamental right. This is a hallmark decision of
the Hon’ble Supreme Court.

We all celebrate 17" December evert year as
Pensioners’ Day.

Management & SBIPRA Kerala was held on 12" March
2026 at Local Head  Office  Poojappura
Thiruvananthapuram.

The Meeting commenced at 3.30 p.m and was presided
over by Sri. Bangarraju K V, Chief General Manager,
SBI, Local Head Office, Thiruvananthapuram.

Sri. Sudhir Das R, AGM (PPG) delivered the welcome
speech. He mentioned that in the Health Insurance
Policy B Campaign, Thiruvananthapuram Circle stood
first in canvassing new policies, 5% Growth pan India
over the previous year and achieved 98% renewals. In
Life Certificate Submission also pan India our Circle
became the first. AGM(PPG) thanked the Association
for the support extended in achieving the goals.

In the opening remarks, Sri.Rajesh Kumar Meena,
GM(NW-2) mentioned briefly about the 219 years of
legacy of the Bank and thanked the pensioners for
guiding and mentioned that pensioners were their
mentors, valued and royal customers and leaders for the
young generation. GM requested to continue the
contribution to the Bank’s development in all spheres
through customer connect / continuing relationship. GM
also welcomed the 'Team SBIPRA Kerala’ for the Half
yearly Structured Meeting.

The Chief General Manager Sri.Bangarraju K V in his
inaugural address, mentioned that pensioners were part
of the State Bank Family. CGM also suggested to
continue the good work of supporting the Bank in all
areas. He also requested for feedbacks /challenges faced
in the Bank activities and it should be brought to the
notice of the Bank Officials. CGM also assured to make
the life of the pensioners comfortable.

Our President Sri. Radhakrishnan Pullancheri informed
that all the agenda items of the last structured Meeting
held on 25th Sep 2025 were taken care of very well and
Action Taken Report has been submitted, which clearly
showed the concern and positive attitude of the
Management. President mentioned about the shortage of
medicines in the dispensary. Compilation of EMWS data
should be completed soon. President thanked
AGM(PPG) and AGM(HR) for resolving most of the
issues presented in the Structured Meeting.

Our General Secretary Sri. Philip Koshy conveyed warm
greetings on behalf of 14,077 members. GS informed
that pensioners were always with the Bank for business
development and informed that Sri. Sasi. R ( Tvpm Dist
Committee Member of SBIPRA Kerala) had canvassed
an amount of Rs. 30 crores to the Bank’s books and
another Rs. 50 crores was in the pipeline and requested
the Management to felicitate Sri Sasi on a suitable
occasion. GS also requested to arrange a Training
Programme for the office bearers of SBIPRA Kerala, as
done in Kolkata Circle, which will reduce the burden of
PPG Dept. GS also requested to reopen the holiday
homes closed during the Covid period. In
Thiruvananthapuram holiday home wash rooms are
shabby and in a very bad shape. It should be renovated
or the holiday home shifted to a hotel.

Discussion of Agenda Items
1 Review of the minutes of the last Meeting.

2.Life Certificate Submission through Jeevan Praman:
GS has informed that Life Certificates (LLC) submitted
through Jeevan Pramaan are facing issues, which in
some cases have even led to discontinuation of pension.
Normally, when a Life Certificate submitted via Jeevan
Pramaan by a public is rejected, the rejection status is
reflected at the branch level. However, this process is
not happening in the case of SBI pensioners, causing
concern. PPG officials assured to take up the issue for
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early rectification. CGM observed that denial of pension
is not at all permissible.

3.Mediclaim subsidy 2025-26 not credited to Sri.
Manukuttan: PPG Dept has assured to get it credited in
March itself.

4. Non payment of arrears on stagnation increment as
per 9" BPS: AGM (PPG) assured to upload it in March
'26.

5. Non payment of Ayurveda Bills: GS mentioned that
pensioners are eligible to avail treatment under
Allopathy, Unani, Ayurveda or Homeopathy. Bank has
already issued circular instructions on these various
systems of medicines. Many of the rejections or returns
do not seem to follow these circular instructions of the
Bank. GS suggested that if any clarification is required
for any specific bill submitted for Ayurveda treatment
undertaken, that particular bill may be kept pending and
other bills should be passed. As of now 218 bills are
pending which is on a very high side. Pensioners are
aggrieved in the present approach of the Insurance
Company and the Bank and will be forced to file a case
with the Insurance Ombudsman. CGM informed that he
has already taken up the matter with CGM (HR) at
Corporate Centre and said that the working staff is also
facing the same issue. CGM hoped that the issue will be
sorted out soon. Sri. Joseph Palackal handed over the list
of Ayurveda bills pending, to AGM(PPG) for further
follow up.

6.EMWS data entry and collection pending at AOs: It
was assured that the data will be linked to HRMS and
will be digitalised soon. Sri. Palackal said that death
relief has not been paid in respect of 21 members at
Ernakulam so far.

7.PPA discrepancies: CGM instructed to complete the
rectification process on a war footing basis.

8.Shortage of medicines at dispensaries at Palakkad &
Ernakulam: CGM informed that availability of
medicines at the dispensary should be monitored closely
on a fortnightly basis at LHO level with immediate
effect. No laxity will be permitted in this regard and
instructed HR and Welfare Dept to update at frequent
intervals.

Vote of thanks was proposed by Sri. Joseph Palackal,
Vice President. He thanked the CGM, CMC Members
and other officials for sparing their valuable time and

requested everyone to attend the Silver Jubilee
Celebrations on 25" April at Kollam which will be
inaugurated by our CGM. Sri. Palackal also sought the
support of the Management for all the activities for the
Silver Jubilee. He also again assured the continued
support of SBIPRA Kerala to the Bank. The Meeting
came to an end at 4.30 pm.

Regarding the tax exemption issue, GS said that it is
doubtful that exemption is with retrospective effect and
will make it clear after the next EC meeting.

After discussion, meeting approved the report and
financial statement.

Sri. Jose Marcelin presented 8 resolutions on various
topics for the approval of the meeting. (1) Pension for
Bank retirees to be revised at the earliest in line with
Central govt /RBI (2) 20 years pensionable service to
qualify for full pension which is 50% of the last 10
months average emoluments or last drawn pay
whichever is more beneficial to be refixed as per present
Central Govt guidelines (3) Commutation factor in SBI
to be revised to 9.81 on par with RBI /other Banks (4)
The age stipulation upto 25 years for family pension to
widow / divorced daughters to be removed. It should be
granted FOR LIFE as provided for Central Govt
pensioners (5) Higher rate period of family pension to
be increased to 7 years for retirees on superannuation
also, as provided in cases of deceased employees who
have completed 20 years of pensionable service (6) The
illegal deduction of commuted portion of pension
existed in SBI now stopped w e f 01-07-2025 as per
Central Govt guidelines issued in October 2022. This
stoppage should be made effective in all eligible earlier
cases also and the already deducted amount may be
refunded to the eligible family pensioners at the earliest
(7) New Pension Scheme introduced in SBI w. e. f.
August 2010 to be scrapped and old pension scheme to
be restored to all. (8) Railway concession granted
earlier to senior citizens above 60 to be restored (9) The
US-Israeli aggression against Iran has escalated into a
war. This destructive war must end. The Indian
government, in keeping with its legacy as a leader of the
Non-Alignment movement, must take a stand for peace.

Joint Secretary Sri Jayarajan K K proposed the vote of
thanks. The meeting ended at 2.30 pm.
