The 39" Annual General Meeting of the Federation of
State Bank of India Pensioners’ Associations was held
in Raipur, Chhattisgarh, on August 24th and 25th,
2025. Delegates from across the country gathered to
elect the new Federation leadership.

Under the leadership of Sri N. Radhakrishnan
(President) and Sri G.D. Nadaf (General Secretary),
supported by a dedicated team of Vice Presidents, Sri
Kamal S Kadri (Ahmedabad) Sri Joseph Palackal
(Kerala), Sri R.P. Saxena (Jaipur), Sri Harendra
Prasad (Patna) and Secretary Sri.Sudhir Pawar from
Mumbai, the Federation has remained at the forefront
of advocating for pensioners’ welfare. Effective
September 4, 2025, the Federation officially
commenced operations from its new office at the SBI
Local Head Office Building, 65 St. Marks Road,
Bengaluru.

Since its assumption of office, the new leadership has
proactively engaged with the appropriate authorities to
resolve long-standing issues. The highlights of these
efforts include (a) Pension Reform: consistent

advocacy for the updation of pension and
improvements to the Ex-gratia payment granted
alongside the 12" Bipartite settlement. (b) Welfare &
Inclusivity: representations to include differently-
abled children of pensioners in family pension
schemes. (c) Pre 1986 Retirees / Family Pensioners:
payment of minimum amount of Rs.10,000 with effect
from 01.04.2023. (d) Introduction of SBI Tribute
Scheme with effect from 23rd July 2025. (e) Non
Application of DA merger @ 8088 points to past
retirees. (f) Medical & Insurance Benefits: Efforts to
enhance Mediclaim policies, the E-Pharmacy scheme,
and the SBI Health Assist Policy B (including its
extension to E-AB retirees by January 2026). (g) Tax
& GST Relief: Lobbying for GST relief for senior
citizens at the 59" GST council meeting and
requesting GST exemptions on health insurance
premiums. (h) Standardising benefits: Demanding a
family pension of 50% of the last drawn basic pay
without a cap (i) Senior Support (Jeevan Suraksha):
proposing a tiered additional pension for seniors.

SAFEGUARDING THE GOLDEN YEARS - THE
IMPERATIVE OF HEALTH INSURANCE

COVERAGE -SBI HEALTH ASSIST POLICY

As  Medical Science achieves unprecedented

* Base Plan %3 Lakh: Augmented by "Addl Super
Top-up" options of X11L, T16L, or I21L, allowing for
a maximum protective umbrella of 30 Lakhs.

* Base Plan 5 Lakh: Coupled with Addl Super Top-
ups ranging from <14L, 19L I29L to <39L,
providing an expansive cover of up to I50 Lakhs.

* Bank-borne support: A Super Top-up of 6 Lakhs is
provided with the premium generously borne by the
Bank to get an Insurance coverage of Rs.9 lakhs for a
premium of Rs.22563.

2. Preservation of the retirement corpus

Insurance serves as a critical buffer, ensuring that
your hard-earned retirement funds are utilised for
your lifestyle and legacy rather than being drained by
hospital expenses. Furthermore, it fosters a sense of
dignity by reducing financial dependency on children
or relatives during times of crisis.

3. The seamlessness of cashless hospitalisation

Medical emergencies are inherently frantic. The
"Cashless" facility at empanelled hospitals eliminates
the urgent need to liquidate assets or arrange large
sums of cash under duress, as the insurer settles
accounts directly with the provider.
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4. Strategic coverage for chronic and pre-existing
conditions

While many private insurers impose prohibitive
barriers for those with pre-existing ailments, this
Policy of SBI General Insurance Company and Vidal
Health as Third Party Administrator is structured to
provide a lifeline. It acknowledges the specific needs
of our seniors, covering the maintenance and
preventive care required for cancer, cardiac, kidney
diseases,  ophthalmological  surgeries and
orthopaedic follow-ups, including physiotherapy.

A Critical illness cover of
35 Lakhs is available for an annual premium of
18,787 (for those under 65, with renewal rights for
existing members). Furthermore, the policy covers
pre- and post-hospitalisation expenses, including the
myriad of diagnostic tests and consultations that
define modern geriatric care.

6. The E-Pharmacy revolution: Subsidy and savings

Recognising that medication is a recurring monthly
expense, the policy offers us an enhanced 75%
subsidy on E-Pharmacy purchases. Through partners
like URLife of Appolo Pharmacy, Tata 1mg and
MediBuddy, the financial efficiency is remarkable.
Considering the 20% discount on medicines offered
by the above companies, the benefit accrued as under:

Age 80+ (Super Seniors): A 320,000 wallet subsidy
can procure approximately 333,333 worth of medicine
for an out-of-pocket cost of only 36,666.

Base Plans: Subsidies range from 15,000 to
318,000, significantly lowering the cost of medicines:

A 15,000 wallet subsidy can procure approximately
325,000 worth of medicine for an out-of-pocket cost
of only 35,000 only.

A 18,000 wallet subsidy can procure approximately
330,000 worth of medicine for an out-of-pocket cost
of only 6,000 only.

7. Exceptional subsidies for pensioners:

The commitment to our seniors’ welfare is most
evident in the premium subsidies:

* Ages 70+ & Family Pensioners: Receive a 50%
subsidy @ Rs.9560 on premium payment of Rs.22593

* Ages 80+: Receive a staggering 90% subsidy@
Rs.17208 on premium payment of Rs.22593, ensuring
that the oldest members of our community are never
priced out of protection.

8. Fiscal efficiency via Section 80D of Income Tax

Beyond health protection, the policy offers a final
fiscal advantage: premiums paid are eligible for
Income Tax deductions of up to 50,000 under
Section 80D, making it an astute component of any
tax-planning strategy.

The necessity of health insurance is rooted in the
inescapable reality of our times. While medical care is
getting better, it is also getting more expensive. The
SBI Health Assist Policy B serves as both a bridge
and a sanctuary, ensuring that age and cost never
become barriers to world-class medical treatment for
our seniors.

We urge every member to review the detailed Circular
instructions appended to this bulletin and complete
their enrolment before the January 15, 2026 deadline.

Let us secure our health today to ensure a tomorrow

defined by dignity and peace of mind.
