the committee for incorporating the amendments made in
the Central Civil Pension Rules, are being favourably
considered by the Bank and an early rectification is
expected soon.

Agenda items for the next day’s structured meeting was
thereafter presented by the General Secretary and
discussed by the participants.

Sri. K.Rajeevan, Convener of the Legal Committee, was
asked to report on the developments and activities
undertaken by the Committee since its formation. In his
reporting, he briefed about the two online meetings held
so far including the one attended by the senior counsel
who expressed and shared firm views regarding the
bright prospects in our case for payment @50% to all

with effect from 1st March 1999. The clarification sought
from the counsel regarding the requirement of filing
amended affidavit and application was also well
explained. He added that the amended petition and
affidavit shall be submitted before the Registrar before
the month end. S/.Sri. K Rajeevan, A Jayakumar and
Joseph Palackal from SBIPA Kerala actively participated
in the meeting.

It was decided to hold the next Governing Body Meeting
and Annual General Meeting in Raipur, Chhattisgarh, in
August / September 2025. It was also decided to hold an
exclusive meeting of the General Secretaries in Kolkota
shortly, mainly to discuss on the updation and approval of
Federation’s Bye laws by the Registrar, after approval of
the amendments proposed in the AGMs held previously.

Structured Meeting by Corporate Centre
with Federation on 10" March 2025

The meeting was held at Hotel Hyatt Regency
Chandigarh. The meeting commenced with a
comprehensive power point presentation by P&PM
Department on Policy A & B and discussed on the
unsatisfactory low renewal rate enrolment in many of the
circles. Beginning with the purpose for ‘Mediclaim SBI
Health Assist’ the presentation covered introduction of
Policy B, enrolments in both policies as on 28th February
2025, introduction of subsidy, claim settled in both
policies etc. The Meeting was supervised and controlled
by Sri. Sourav Ghosh DGM (P&PM). While delivering
his opening remarks, Sri D K Basu General Secretary
brought out the issues, viz., inadequacy of capped amount
on angioplasty as the revised enhanced amount of
Rs.2,50,000/ will not be adequate in case of multiple
stent placement, inadequacy in the revised ceilings for
Root Canal Treatment amount of Rs. 10,000 and 15,000/-
and delay in settlement of claims in respect of
hospitalisation bills.

The Management representatives from SBI General
Insurance, M/s Anand Rathi Insurance Brokers Ltd,
Vidal health Insurance TPA, URlife, Tata 1mg and
Medibuddy, were also present and clarified on points /
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doubts raised by participants from the affiliates. While
concluding his remarks Sri. Dipak Kumar Basu, General
Secretary thanked the Management for arranging such a
presentation and also thanked and expressed our deepest
gratitude to our Chairman for enhancing the subsidy
under insurance premium to 80% to those pensioners
who are above the age of 80. The presentation concluded
at 1 pm.

The structured meeting commenced in the post lunch
session at 2 pm. Sri. Binod Kumar Mishra Dy. MD and
CDO presided in the meeting. S/Sri. Rajeev Kumar CGM
(HR), Krishnan Sharma CGM Chandigarh Circle,
Debjeet Mishra, GM(RP&PM) and Sourav Ghosh DGM,
represented the Management Team. Sri. G K Gandhi
President, D K Basu General Secretary along with all the
Presidents and General Secretaries of all affiliates were
present on behalf of the Federation. The meeting
commenced with the opening remarks by GM (RP&PM)
and followed with addresses by CGM (HR) and host
Circle CGM. In his presidential address DMD&CDO
spoke about the impressive growth achieved by the Bank
during the year and attaining the position of largest profit
making Bank in the country. He added that the next
decade belongs to SBI. He lauded the contribution made
by the pensioners for achieving the growth and shared the
information that the new Chairman is very much
interested in the welfare of Bank’s pensioners.

Sri. G K Gandhi in his opening remarks specially
expressed his deep gratitude to the Chairman for
increasing the subsidy on health Insurance premium to
80% for those pensioners who are over 80 years of age.

The agenda items taken up and discussed in the meeting
included :-

a) Payment of PQP and FPP to retirees of 7th BPS from
the date of retirement.

b) Non-payment of monetary benefits between
01/11/2002 to 30/04/2005 to 8th BPS retirees

¢) Resetting commutation factor from 6.61 to 9.81 at par
with industry level.

d) Opening of Bank’s Dispensaries in all RBO centres

e) Removal of difficulties in stocking and supply of
medicines in dispensaries.

f) Stoppage of deduction of commutation amount from
Family Pensioners.

g) Enhancement of compassion period of pension for
family pensioners from 5 years to 7 years

h) Digitalization of Mutual Welfare Scheme.

i) Problems related to EAB pensioners.

Sri. Rajeevkumar CGM (HR) while responding to the
agenda items presented by the Federation, said that all the

issues brought before the management would be looked
into positively. The following decision were conveyed by
him in the meeting:-

1. Besides the present system of having yearly structured
meeting, quarterly structured meeting with a small
committee of the Federation will be held to discuss and
settle the issues avoiding delay

2. Samadhan Pakhwada will be restructured with a
change in nomenclature

3. From 01/04/2025, only one HRMS portal will be
operating instead of the present two. Viz. old HRMS and
new HRMS.

4. Digitalization of EMWS will be considered.

5. Pre-closure penalty for pension loan will be removed
by assigning a separate product code.

The meeting concluded after Sri. Sourav Ghosh DGM
(P&PM) proposed the vote of thanks. Sri. K Rajeevan,
President and A Jayakumar, General Secretary SBIPA
Kerala, took part in the structured meeting.

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Young Scientist From Kerala Listed in
Global “AI’s 10 to Watch”

Sri Sarath Sreedharan is son of our executive committee
member Sri. M. C. Sreedharan He is an Assistant
Professor of computer science at Colorado State
University. He has been recognized by the Institute of
Electrical and Electronics Engineers Intelligent (IEEE)
Systems as one of “Al’s 10 to Watch”, in a global list
prepared by the institute. The recognition is for his
foundational framework of human-aware artificial
intelligence systems and its application to navigate
problems like explainability and value alignment.

Sri Sreedharan’s research focuses on the foundations of
Al, with a goal of translating human beliefs, behaviours
and ethics into algorithms that Al systems can integrate.

To achieve this, he studied topics like explainability — the
ability to understand why an Al system or algorithm
made a decision — and value alignment, the process of
creating Al systems that behave in line with human
values. Both have grown in discussion and importance as
ethical concerns of Al rise.

“Al systems are not these artifacts that are floating
around in space,” Sri Sreedharan said. “They’ve been
built for a purpose, they’re built to work with people and
that has to be part of its design from the get go.”

As the world’s largest technical professional organization
dedicated to advancing technology, IEEE recognizes
those who have made strides in Al research and promote
solutions to the ever-changing challenges of the field.
Every two years, worldwide researchers select 10 young
and emerging scientists around the world for the
prestigious award.

Dr. Sreedharan’s doctoral dissertation received the 2022
Dean’s Dissertation Award from the Ira A. Fulton Schools
of Engineering at Arizona State University and an
Honourable Mention for the ICAPS-23 Outstanding
Dissertation Award. He has also co-authored a
monograph on explainable human-Al interactions and
has been recognized as a DARPA Riser Scholar in 2022.

Dr. Sreedharan completed his B.Tech in Computer
Science from the Cochin University of Science and
Technology (CUSAT). He originally hails from Payyoli
in Kozhikode district. He is the son of our member Sri
M.C.Sreedharan and N.Prabhavathi.

General Rules and guidelines:
