WHILE LOOKING BACK

Executive Committee of SBIPA Kerala in its meeting held
on 6th December 2024 at YMCA international,
Ernakulam, announced its decision to hold election of
new team of office bearers for the ensuing triennial
period 2025 -2028 along with its 24th Annual General
Meeting scheduled on 23rd and 24th May 2025 at
Kozhikode. In this context , it would be apt and
appropriate to have a re-look on the attainments and
achievements by the outgoing team during the previous
three year period.

The present team of office bearers assumed office on 28th
May 2022 after getting elected in elections held along
with the 21st AGM held in Thiruvananthapuram. That
was the time when life was slowly getting back to
normalcy after the Covid 19 fear and frenzy. As everyone
knows, the activities of the association had to be kept in a
low gear during 2020-22 because of the Covid 19
restrictions imposed by the Government. However, after
September 2022 one could observe a spurt in the
activities resulting in settlement of many of the long
pending demands not only at national level but in circle
level too. To quote a few important ones:

The family pension which was abysmally low since its
introduction, was revised with effect from 1st April 2021
to 30% for all irrespective of cadre, scale and grade
without limit. This was indeed a remarkable decision by
the Government which could wipe off tears from the eyes
of many who were literally leading a hand to mouth
living after the unfortunate death of their spouses. It
needs a special mention that a considerable number of
family pensioners who were drawing lesser pension
amount due to erroneous fixation, could be benefitted due
to our concerted efforts by refixing their pension.

Denial of 100% neutralization of DA to the pre 2002
retirees, was another anomaly inflicted upon a large
number of hapless pensioners who were discriminated
among the pensioners community for no fault of theirs.
One fails to understand why it took more than two
decades to rectify it despite the fact that they were
eligible for it as anyone else.

The anomaly of pension @ 40% of last drawn salary
exclusively in respect of officers from Scale II and above
in SBI could be resolved in anticipation of a favourable

judgment from Hon’ble court and also based on the
findings of the Committee constituted by the Government.
However, giving effect of rectification prospectively from
10th November 2023 cannot under any circumstances, be
justified and our fight continues.

The much debated long pending issue of updation of
pension though remains to be agreed upon by the
Government and Bank Managements, the decision for
payment of exgratia from 1st Nov 2022 as part of the
12th Bipartite agreement, is definitely establishing our
right to have increased amount of pension with each
salary settlement.

Prominent among the issues raised by us and now
remaining pending are: nomination of disabled children
for family pension as in the case of Central Govt.
pensioners and opening of Bank’s dispensaries in all
district centres of the state.

From the review as above, we firmly believe that, the
performance of our mighty organisation has been
absolutely satisfactory, and it was made possible only
due to the collective efforts of all without exception.
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The year 2025 is just a few yards away from now. The
New Year is a time to embrace both the excitement of
what’s to come and the wisdom gained from the past. It is
a moment of shared optimism, reminding us that each
new beginning holds the promise of new opportunities,
experiences and growth. It is time for new resolutions..
As an organisation working for the betterment of
pensioners’ community we have a lot more to do. Let the
new team of leadership who are going to lead this
organisation for the next triennial period be able to
achieve more laudable achievements and we wish them
all success.

Online trade / fraud/ eSIM transfer / SIM swapping /
New Ayushman Bharat insurance for 70 years etc.
The list is not exhaustive. Fraudsters will invent
novel new methods never heard of.

* Do not install apps clicking on links.

* Use switching on / off services of your debit cards

* Use secure payment methods like UPI Apps/ SBI
Yono etc which are tied to the SIM in your mobile.

* Never ever share OTP with anybody.

* Don’t click on links in messages telling about low
price sales. Go to only genuine sites directly. Verify
the URL.

« Users of e-SIM should never hand over the QR
code of the eSIM under any circumstances even to
service providers.

¢ Always think of the rare chance of losing your
mobile. So never keep anything related to our bank
account and personal details, easily accessible in our
mobile phone.

 Ensure your SIM is always active.

» Always read the entire SMS message conveying
the OTPs rather than just reading the OTP alone.
