It was indeed a proud moment for SBIPA Kerala,
when Sri. Seshu Babu Palle, General Manager,
SBI LHO  Thiruvananthapuram, formally
inaugurated the Governing Body Meeting of
Federation of SBI Pensioners’ Associations, at
Thiruvananthapuram  in  the  beautifully
illuminated conference hall of SP Grand Days
Hotel on 19th January 2024. He lighted the
traditional Nilavilakku, in the presence of a large
gathering of seniors and elders who included
leaders of Federation, Fraternal organisations,
viz., SBIOA Kerala and SBSU Kerala and
Presidents and General Secretaries of all affiliates
of the Federation and leaders and activists of SBI
Pensioners’ Association, Thiruvananthapuram
District Centre. The meeting commenced at 10
am with the invocation by Smt P V Radha Devi,
Smt Girija K Nair and Smt Subbalakshmi Ravi.
Sri K.Rajeevan President SBIPA- Kerala, while

delivering his welcome address, explained in
detail, the compelling circumstances under which
the day’s GB meeting which was originally
scheduled to be held in March 2024, had to be
preponed. He spoke about the Government’s
decision dated 7" November 2023 regarding its
approval of computation of pension at the
uniform rate of 50%, in place of the existing dual
rate in State Bank of India and further order dated
10" November 2023 for implementation of the
same prospectively, which is totally detrimental
to our interests. The Federation therefore decided
to elicit the opinion of all affiliates in the issue,
by holding the GB meeting urgently and hence
the preponed meeting, he added. He thereafter
welcomed the General Manager as the Chief
Guest of the function and also welcomed all the
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A FERVENT APPEAL BEFORE THE
MASTER

Once again the hapless pensioners of State Bank
of India, the biggest Bank of the nation, have
been subjected to a severe blow by none other
than the Department of Financial Services who
is expected to safeguard the interests of Bank
employees and pensioners. The much hyped
committee report and the widely aired decision by
Government and the Bank, proclaiming the
removal of decades old discrimination in
computation of pension (40% and 50%) and
declaring the implementation of uniform pension
to all pensioners irrespective of the grade and
scale, has again been put to back burner. The
Hon'ble Delhi High Court which assembled in the
afternoon on 22nd January 2024, after hearing
the counsels for both petitioners and respondents
allowed the request by Govt./Bank counsel for
further time and adjourned the case for 2™ May
2024 as the next date of hearing. The hopes and
expectations nurtured and nourished by many,
have once again been shattered. Now we have
to wait till the outcome of next hearing on 2™
May 2024 in respect of WP 1875/2013 in Delhi
HC.

The release of Government order dated 7"
October 2023, directing SBI Management to

remove the decades long anomaly of treating its
retirees in two categories, as those who draw
50% and 40% of the last drawn salary as
pension and to implement computation of
uniform pension of 50% to all, was indeed the
biggest breaking news flashed at the fag end of
the year 2023. A big relief for those among the
SBI Pensioners community, who have been
deprived of their rightful amount of pension due
to an unjustifiable ruling by SBI Management on
1st March 1999. It took more than 24 long years
for the Bank/ Govt., to regain the wisdom and to
admit it as an anomaly. If it is an anomaly,
obviously, it needs rectification from the very day
the anomaly was created. Naturally all the
aggrieved pensioners need to be compensated
from 1st March 1999. However, it was most
unfortunate that the Government order dated 10"
November 2023 directed SBI to arrange for
payment prospectively which has again disrupted
the journey to its long awaited final conclusion.

The committee report dated 25" October 2023
submitted before the Government, has clearly
given the additional pension outgo for
computation of pension at uniform rate of 50%
as estimated at approximately Rs.283 crores per
annum and the one time cost of provisioning as
approximately Rs.5400 crores. Bank’s Chairman
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has also confirmed provision of Rs.5400 crores
towards the payment. As per the latest figures
as on 30" January 2024, total number of
pensioners in SBI is 2,99,911. The findings of the
committee reveal that only 17% of the SBI
pensioners are the beneficiaries. The saddest
thing to be mentioned here is that thousands
among this 17% have already left for their
heavenly abode during this period. The report
also confirms the SBI Pension Corpus Fund as on
31/03/2023 as Rs.156966.26 crores. Facts being
so, we do not understand why the counsel for the
Bank and Govt., staged a vociferous show
insisting withdrawal of the writ petition and
acceptance of prospective payment by the
petitioners. We only wish that both the
Government and our Bank show a little mercy to
these weak and feeble community who in their
hey days contributed much to this great Bank to
reach in its glorious position and justice be
showered upon all those who are/were victims of
the anomaly.
