The Governing Body Meeting of our Federation held at
SBIRB Gachibowli, Hyderabad on 26th March 2023,
after detailed discussions, has unanimously decided to
build up stronger coordination among the Federations
of serving employees and officers of our bank, viz., All
India State Bank Officers’ Federation (AISBOF) and All
India State Bank of India Staff Federation (AISBISF). The
meeting, held after a long gap of almost eight months
since the previous meeting which was held on 30th
July 2022 at Lucknow, took stock of the situation and
the developments taken place during the period, came
out firmly that a joint action by the three Federations can
only save the situation and bring desired results. It
vehemently criticized the unhelpful attitude of the
Management and also the Government and unanimously
opined that only an organised joint action similar to the
previous indefinite strike in April 2006, can bring out

resolution. The meeting took serious note on the
impasse created especially on pension updation, non-
implementation of 100 percent neutralization of DA to
pre 2002 retirees and the anomalous fixation of
pension as 40% of the last drawn salary to Officers in
Scale Il and above. All the affiliates expressed their
despair that SBI Management, despite its huge Pension
Corpus, continues with its luke warm approach to the
very genuine issue of lacs of retirees. The meeting
observed that these are issues specifically related to
SBlI retirees only and hence could be resolved by SBI
Management and need not be consented or
concurred by Government or DFS as laid down in SBI
Pension Fund Regulations. The affiliates expressed their
anguish over the prolonged litigation resting with Delhi
High Court. Comrade Deepak Kumar Basu, General

MEDIBUDDY AND TATA 1IMG

Introduction of E-Pharmacy facility in May 2020
through UR World App and delivery of
medicines by Apollo pharmacy was indeed a
boon for the Policy B holders who did not have
reimbursement facility for domiciliary
treatment. Of course initial hiccups were there,
like delay in supply of medicines, cancellation of
orders etc. However, due to timely intervention
of our Federation and having brought the issues
before the management, they were resolved
fast and the facility acquired wider acceptance
of more than 90% of the policy B subscribers
who got registered with the E-Pharmacy facility.
The Mediclaim insurance policy managed by SBI
General along with E-Pharmacy Scheme
facilitated by UR World and Apollo pharmacy
won the trust and confidence of all our
members. With the expiry of the three years’
contractualperiod with the SBI General and
Apollo pharmacy in December 2022, Bank had
to commence the renewal exercise in December
2022 itself. Since everyone was so happy and
comfortable with SBI General and Apollo
pharmacy, there was no reason to think of a new
provider either for Mediclaim insurance or
Epharmacy. SBI General, of course , succeeded
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in getting the renewed contract. However, it was
so disappointing that two different vendors
namely Medibuddy and TATA 1mg were chosen
for the Epharmacy facility. When evaluating the
performance of these two providers for the
previous two months, it has been amply proved
that the selection of Medibuddy and TATA 1mg
for running E-Pharmacy Scheme is an absolutely
wrong choice. The endless flow of complaints
being received from all parts of the Country,
eversince these two vendors commenced their
services, very much substantiate the same. Not
even one single individual is happy with the
services of Medibuddy and TATA 1mg , rather
they term it a disservice to the aged and hapless
seniors. It has become routine that the orders
submitted are being unilaterally cancelled by
Medibuddy. Out of five or six items requested,
only one or two are supplied. In many cases,
inferior low quality medicines are substituted
and delivered which results in outright rejection
by the consulting doctor. This is happening even
for those of our friends who are suffering from
chronic ailments such as cancer, heart ailments
and kidney ailments. The vendors insist upon full
paymentin advance for all the medicines ordered
and supply only one or two items quoting "no
stock" reason for the non-supplied items. One
has to struggle for getting refund of the the
excess amount already paid to the vendor. Those
who are undergoing continuous treatment for

chronic ailments such as cancer, heart ailments,
malfunction of kidneys etc., suffer a lot on account
of this highly indifferent attitude of the vendor and
have to make purchases locally by paying from
pocket. It is most unfortunate that despite the
repeated complaints brought against these
irresponsible companies, the Bank is yet to make
any positive steps either to arrange with the
companies for immediate rectification of the lapses
or for cancellation of the contract so as to appoint
Suitable substitute . We sincerely are of the opinion
that the highhandedness of these two providers, is
to be dealt with once for all, and M/s Apollo and UR
world to be entrusted the job for saving the
Pensioners' community from its present
predicament. The much acclaimed Epharmacy
facility introduced by State Bank of India exclusively
for the benefit of its retirees has undoubtedly proved
to be a big relief to the thousands of hapless retirees
who are in the evenings of their lives and awaiting
their final exit. It is our humble request to SBI
Management to kindly show the exit door to
Medibuddy and TATA 1 mg and to entrust the job to
UR World and Apollo considering the trust and
confidence it earned in the previous triennial term.

Alappuzha District President Shri N K Sreekumar,
Secretary Shri.Sasikumar R, Treasurer Shri Raji
John, Asst.Secretary Shri M J Devasia and
Alappuzha Executive Committee members
Shri.D.Narayana Naik, Shri Jais Mathew took part in
the meeting through video conference.

DGM who presided over the meeting, stated that he
was well aware of the current difficulties and
expressed hope that the issues would be resolved
shortly. DGS Shri.Henry John, after thanking the
DGM for the concern and care for the pensioners
community, started his opening remarks pointing out
the burning issue faced by pensioners in Alappuzha
with regard to nonavailability of medicines since
January 2023. He added that the delay and gap in the
monthly procurement of medicines in Kottayam
dispensary, on account of the difficulty in obtaining 3
quotations every time, is now imposed to Alappuzha
also. DGS also specifically stated that purchase of
medicines for an amount of Rs.25000/- will not
serve the requirements. He requested that, as
pointed out in the last structured meeting and
through letters to DGM, the quotations may be
arranged to be obtained on a yearly basis or at least
half-yearly for avoiding delay. Alternatively,
quotations may be permitted to be obtained from
local suppliers. LHO may suitably be informed, DGS
pleaded.

In support of this, DGS also brought to the notice of
the DGM that in Vijayawada and Guntur AQOs, the
quotations are called for yearly only, for supply of
medicines on a monthly basis. Besides , these
quotations are to be obtained from the suppliers from
the respective cities only . If this method is followed,
the dispensary issues especially that of Alappuzha,
will be solved. DGM promised to look into it and
instructed CM (HR) to follow it up. The SBI
Pensioners’ Meet held at our Vaikam Branch in
collaboration with our area committee thereat, was
informed in the meeting. RMs were requested to
conduct similar meets in other branches also.
Smt.Raisa Begum, State Executive Committee
Member, requested DGM to consider supply of
medicines for 2/3 months to the dispensary, as has
been repeatedly requested earlier.




Thereafter, pending agenda items were taken up for
discussion. Long pending issue of stagnation
increment and re-fixation of pension, increasing the
hours/days of working of Alappuzha dispensary,
proposal for new dispensaries at Mavelikkara and
Palai, were the items. DGM promised to follow up
these issues and instructed DM(HR) to have a clear
solution within 3 days, especially in the stagnation
issue.

Thereafter, the grievances relating to the current
quarter were taken up. The first one was non-
availability of medicines in the Alappuzha
Dispensary. During the discussions, the RM
Alappuzha claimed that the position is smooth with
the purchase of medicines in lots of Rs.25000/-.
District Secretary Shri.R.Sasikumarintervened and
registered strong disagreement. He categorically
stated that the issue was not solved yet and
expressed the District Association’s resentment.
CM(HR) expressed hope that there would be a
solution soon.

The second issue was regarding non-receipt of ID
cards for spouses in SBI Health Policy B. The other
issue was non-receipt of PPOs. Kottayam District
President Sri.K.N.Viswanathan Nair requested for
effective and speedy disposal of these problems.

The meeting came to an end at 3 pm with the vote of
thanks proposed by DM(HR) Shri.Ajith G.Lal and
our AGS Sri. K. P Rajasekharan.

Keep HRMS always live..

As you may be aware, from next year onwards,
payment of insurance premium for policy B will be
online only. Hence members are advised to :-

(1) Please check for the correctness of your HRMS
credentials and keep both MyHRMS App & HRMS
login portal always in active status by logging at least
once in a month and change password as frequently
as possible. Whenever there is change in the version
of MyHRMS mobile app, please replace it (uninstall
the old one & re-install the new one) with the new
version. Avoid updating to new version.

(2) Every pensioner should have digital ID card with
Joint photo and QR code, which will also be
mandatory in future for sanction of family pension
and other purposes.

(3) Please go for submission of digital life certificate
instead of manual LC, as the latter is time consuming
and not foolproof.

(4) We can change our communication details
(address, mobile number, emergency mobile
number, Email ID etc) on our own, without the
intervention of pension paying Branch or PPG
Department.

(5) In case, you forgot your password or want to
reset your password, you can do it on your own, by
using HRMS portal by clicking on ‘forgot password’
option.




Holiday Home Booking now online..

The holiday home booking has been made online for both serving and retired SBI Staff. Pensioners can
now book SBI holiday home situated anywhere in India online though HRMS in a few minutes. You can
book for a date on or after 28.07.2023 if rooms are available. Booking will become open 120 days in
advance. Thatis, if you are booking online on 20.04.2023 you can book a date up to 18.08.2023 subject
to availability of rooms. The booking will be confirmed and the confirmation letter is generated
immediately, if the booking period is 4 days or less. If itis beyond 4 days, the respective approver as seen
in HRMS, will take a decision. You can view the status in HRMS itself.

If you retired as a subordinate Staff, the per day rent for holiday home is Rs.25/-.
If you retired as clerical Staff, it is Rs.50/- and if retired as Supervising Staff, it is Rs.100/-

The procedure is as follows:-

Log into your HRMS

Click on Holiday Home Booking

Click on New Booking

Select the Circle and Holiday home from the list

Select the dates of stay and hit submit button

Now room availability and room capacity will be displayed

Select the room(s) and click on ‘save & proceed’ button on the bottom right

On the next screen displayed, enter details of person(s) for stay in holiday home
(Details of those in HRMS will be automatically displayed and you need to select the
person). You can add another person(s) by clicking on the '+' sign.

Now the system will display the total rent based on the days of booking, your mobile
number as available in HRMS and your pension account number. A pop up window
will be displayed for entering OTP received in your Mobile.

8. Enter the OTP and click on submit button.

Your pension account will be debited for the required amount, a "success" message
will be displayed on the screen and you will receive an SMS to this effect in your
Mobile. Simultaneously an auto generated email confirming the booking

will be sent to your email ID recorded in HRMS.
