SBI Medical Benefit Scheme for
retirees and e-pharmacy Scheme

The Mediclaim insurance scheme which came
into existence in our Bank from 1% January
2016, gained wider acceptance among the retirees
after the initial hiccups. However, there were
complaints of inordinate delay in settlement of
claim bills submitted, unjustifiable rejection and
decline of claims submitted to the two insurance
companies, namely United India Insurance Co.
Ltd. and IFFCO-TOKIO insurance who were
entrusted with the job in first two terms from
2016 to 2020.

When the agreement was entered into by the
Bank with SBI General Insurance Company, for
the next three year term from January 2020,
things  further improved and there were
negligible issues regarding claim settlements. The
beneficiaries of the scheme by and large, felt
much more comfortable, as a result of which,
everyone without exception wanted SBI General
insurance to continue.

The yearly renewal exercise became a routine
matter and before commencement of the renewal
period, say from 1st January to 15th January, we
used to receive circular instructions from the
Bank regarding revised instructions on premium

payment, and other modifications etc., well in
advance. It needs a special mention that, in the
previous year, the circular was received on 15th
December 2021 itself for the remewal exercise
from 1% January 2022. There were absolutely no
issues/complaints from any of the retirees and the
Bank extended the last date till March 2022 for
getting more subscribers to the scheme.

It was most wunfortunate that things got
completely messed up in the current year 2023,
as there was inordinate delay in arriving at the
agreement between the Insurance company and
the Bank. The circular instructions on the
revised policy were issued by the Bank late in the
evening of January 7" leaving less than a week’s
time for the retirees to enroll/ renew the policy
before the stipulated date of 16" January. To
complicate things further it was also unilaterally
decided by the Bank, to renew the policies online.
One can easily visualize the disarray and
disturbance that sprung up instantly by such
hasty decision imposed especially among the aged
and elders, who openly admit their inability to
cope with the computer assisted program and
procedures. Many of them had to seek the
assistance of others to complete the renewal task.
Time was too short to cover all the existing
members and due to the representation from
Pensioners” Associations and by the Federation,
the Bank had to first extend the last date of
submission till 15th February and subsequently
upto 15th March.

The E-pharmacy scheme introduced for
providing pharmacy services to the members of
Policy B, introduced from 1% June 2020 through
URWORLD App in arrangement with M/s
Apollo pharmacy, proved to be very useful and
beneficial to many of the retirees. We are indeed
grateful to the Bank for formulating such a
scheme to enable the retirees to meet the
domiciliary treatment expenses to the extent of
Rs 18000/- with a subsidy of Rs.12000/- provided
by the Bank. Initially there were issues of delay in
supply of medicines, non supply and cancellation
of orders etc. However, the scheme got stabilized
very fast and everyone was happy with the
services of M/s Apollo pharmacy. It is
disappointing that  this time two different
providers, M/s MediBuddy and TATA-1mg have
been substituted in place of URWorld of Apollo
Pharmacy.

The initial experience with the new providers is
again not at all encouraging and complaints are
pouring in from all parts of the Country quoting
unsatisfactory services in supply of medicines,
higher cost of medicines, unilateral cancellation
of orders, deduction of cost even in case of
medicines not supplied etc.

We would earnestly request the authorities
concerned to find remedial solutions as quickly as
possible so that timely relief is bestowed upon all
the pensioners and family pensioners of our
Bank. We once again place before the top
management of the Bank, to be considerate and
also to have mercy on the hapless retirees’
community and decisions are taken well in
advance so as to avoid the last minute rush and
confusion.
