The Pensioners' Meet began with the very

impressive prayer by the lady comrades of
Trivandrum District Unit.

Asuthosh  Sarma began his welcome
address expressing his immense pleasure in
being a part of the pensioners meet and 21 AGM
of Pensioners’ Association, the extended family of
the Bank and also in the midst of a large number
of seniors and elders who were the most
prominent ambassadors of the Bank.

EDITORIAL

BANK NATIONALISATION-
BACKTO SQUAREONE ?

The much acclaimed historic decision by Prime
Minister of India, late Smt. Indira Gandhi, and the
promulgation of ordinance that was placed before
the Parliament on July 19, 1969 is considered a
shining milestone in the history of Indian Banking
Sector. Not only that it had opened the doors of
Indian Banking sector to all citizens irrespective of
caste, color, sex and region, but also turned to be a
pace setter for the slow growing Indian economy.
The banking Industry which otherwise was
catering only to the well being and credit
requirements of a very few rich and affluent class
turned accessible to the crores and crores of
Indian farmers and peasants who were struggling
foreven ahandtomouthliving foryearstogether.
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The changes that occurred thereafter in the
Banking sector resulted in unimaginable all-
round development in all spheres of the Indian
economy. The transition from class banking to
mass banking paved way for unprecedented
growth in different sectors. The millions of poor
farmers who had to depend on private money
lenders for their credit requirements were freed
from their year long bondage. Among the more
than six lakh villages in the country, a large
number of villages did not have any bank branch
in the pre nationalisation, period. With the
nationalisation the number of bank branches
grew multifold from 8700 to 66000 over a period of
3 decade. Farmers, Agricultural labourers,
peasants, skilled and unskilled workers all over
the country were freed from decade old debt
traps. More employment opportunities were
opened. Poverty alleviation programme by the
Government like IRDE DIR, SEEUY schemes
could effectively be implemented through the
large network of Bank branches. Village and
small scale industries mushroomed even in
remote villages to boost up the rural economy.
Opening more bank branches particularly in
backward states to a great extent helped to
reduce the regional imbalances. Banking
industry itself provided large scale employment
opportunities to lakhs of educated unemployed
youth. The one lakh employees' strength that
prevailed at the time of nationalisation grew into
more than ten lakh as on today.

The neo liberal norms, namely Liberalisation,
Privatisation and Globalisation (LPG) initiated by
the ruling UPA Government in 1991 and onwards
brought in many visible changes including
emergence and strengthening of corporates
which until then was operating in its low profile.
Bank Nationalisation and its varying impact in
the economy was totally against the interest of
hand few rich and affluent who have been
keeping all the resources with them both in pre
and post independence era. The LPG concept
which focused only on profit provided the best
opportunity for the newly emerged corporates to
recover and regain their lost grounds. The
privatisation concept could very easily establish
in the minds of the so called new generation who
became the protagonists of private sector and
new gen private banks. The Government that




came in power in 2014 though favored to continue
the liberalisation displayed their strong
commitment to corporates in its second term that
began in 2019. There were as many as 27 public
sector banks in 2017 .The mega merger that took
place w.e.f 1¥ April 2020 has resulted in reduction
of number of PSBs from 21 to 12. The budget 2021
speech by FM in the Parliament revealed
Government's proposal to privatise two more
PSBs and one General Insurance company in the
year 2021-22. Thus the axe is now ready for
another two PSBs.

Well friends, time has come for us to worry about
the erosion that is underway. Dark clouds are
setting in the sky above the Indian Banking
edifice. Arbitrary decisions like reduction in
retirement age from 60 to 58 as is implemented in
Catholic Syrian Bank are examples of threats
ahead. The concerted move by the Government
for privatisation of all PSBs in a phased manner is
indicative of many other untoward developments

which are on the anvil. Beware friends; the need
of the day is unity among all including all the
Bank pensioners associations, serving unions
and Associations in the Banking sector to fight
against the ill conceived move by Government
and corporate nexus.

July 19 is only a little away from now. The Banking
trade union fraternity has decided to organise
various programmes including Dharna,
meetings and webinars at all centres in the name
of "July 19 Bank Nationalisation Day- Demands
Day . We request all of you to take part in all the
programmes so as to record our strong protest
against the ill conceived move by the
Government and to retain the Goodwill and
credibility of Public Sector Banks in the country.

Sri. V Seetharaman, the Chief Guest in his
inaugural address paid rich compliments to the
organizers of the meeting for the excellent
participation by seniors and elders who had come
from all parts of Kerala. He added that it looked
like a conference of serving members and not that
of retirees, He appreciated the enthusiasm

displayed by all. He then touched upon the

In his presidential address Com. K Rajeevan
briefly explained the circumstances under which
the 19"and 20" Annual General Meetings had
to be deferred due to the alarming Covid
Pandemic that gripped the entire world He added
that after the historic 18" Annual General Meeting
held at Ernakulam it was decided to hold the 19"
AGM at Thrissur and preparations including date
and venue were finalized However, the restrictions
imposed by the Governments and the lockdown
that followed from the month of March 2020all
programs had to be deferred. The position
tightened further in 2021 which resulted in
cancellation of 20" Annual General Meeting also.
The relaxations that were allowed by the
Government in March 2022 paved way for
reorganizing the deferred program as aresult of
which it was decided to hold the 21" AGM in
Thiruvananthapuram. He complimented the
Trivandrum District unit Team for the excellent
arrangements they made despite the fact that it
was decided at a very short notice. He further
touched upon the functioning of SBI Pensioners
Association Kerala, and the various activities
undertaken by the association including
rectification of anomalies in family pension
fixation. He also placed on record his gratitude to
the Circle Management for the excellent cordial
relations prevailing between Association and
Circle Management. He recalled the various
initiatives by the management including the
introduction of quarterly structured meetings in
AOs. Allocation of office spaces for Pensioners
Association in AO premises, opening of Bank's
dispensaries at Kasaragod, Wayanad,
Malappuram and Thiruvalla. He concluded his
address requesting GM to provide sufficient statf
strength in the PPG department including the
posting of AGM so as to take care of more than ten
thousand pensioners in Kerala.

Com. H Ganapathy, Sr. Vice President of
Federation of SBI Pensioners Associations began
his key note address expressing his utmost
appreciation about the functioning of the
Pensioners Association in Kerala. He complim

ented that in Kerala in each district, there was a unit
of the association performing excellently. Around
ten thousand members were there in the State and
a good number were from e SBT. He made a special
request to Com. G R Jayakrishnan to bring all the
retirees from SBT to SBI Pensioners’ Association
Kerala so that it became a strong Association. He
further commented on the conduct of regular
structured meetings not only in LHO but in all AOs
also by which the issues of retirees at all levels are
solved easily. He remarked this as a wonderful
facility which was available nowhere in the country.
He added that many of the retirees did not know
whether the pension drawn by them were correctly
computed. They do not have the papers showing
computation of their pension. In almost all the
structured meetings held by the corporate centre we
used to request the management to provide PPOs to
all the retirees. However, this is not being followed.
There are cases where the branches, due to the
work pressure are not able to deliver the PPOs to
Pensioners. That's why Pensioners Association
have recently started holding workshops on
pension calculation, commutation, family pension
etc. He referred about the workshop held by
Chennai Association arranged with the support of
SBIPA Kerala. He extended his special compliments
to Kerala affiliate which among all the affiliates of
the federation remains on top. He further
elaborated on the issues on updation of pension,
hundred percent neutralization of DA to pre 2002
retirees . He concluded his address expressing his
hope that our federation will make all out efforts for
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an early settlement on updation of pension and
anomaly in respect of 40-50 % pension fixation in
respectof Officers.

In connection with the 21 AGM, the organizing
committee had arranged some charity
programmes such as donating LED TV, Geyser for
hot water preparation, Ceiling fans and 10 tube
light sets to Asha Bhavan, Trivandrum which were
handed over to the Asha Bhavan authorities by
Mr. Seetharaman, GM. A day's meal was
provided to the inmates of Mahila mandir,
Trivandrum and consent forms for donation of
eyes received from 35 members of Trivandrum
District were handed over to the Government Eye
Hospital Trivandrum by K. Rajeevan President. As
part of the conference an essay competition was
held among students of Graduate and above
across the state. The first three prizes were
distributed to the winners respectively by V.
Seetha Raman, H. Ganapathy and Asuthosh
Sharma CDO. The prizes included Cash Cheques
for Rs. 10000, 5000 and 3000 and certificates of
merit. The winners of Santhosh trophy foot ball
tournament who are also the staff of SBI were also
honored in the meeting.

Next it was the interface programme which
provided an opportunity to the participants to
seek clarifications on important matters from the
circle management. S. Sri. S.Balakrishnan,
Palakkad, Komalavally, Kannur, Krishnan
Pathanath, Kasaragod, V R Balakrishnan Nair,
Kottayam, T C Purushothaman Pillai, Kollam and
C Venugopalan, Kozhikode participated in the
interface. Sri. Asuthosh Sarma, CDO clarified on
all the points raised by the participants.

Sri. Ravi Kiran Kamarsu, DGM Trivandrum AO
began his felicitiation speaking high about the
SBI  Pensioners Association Kerala with a
membership of more than 10000 and a legacy of
more than 21 years. It is a privilege for being part
of the 21" Annual conference. “I have utmost
appreciation about all of you who are the
ambassadors of the Bank. It is the peculiarity that
all are well informed and I have my observation
that whenever the Pensioners Association leaders

saying that he was amazed to see such a huge
participation by more than 1300 retirees  which he
believed could happen only in Kerala because
that is the specialty of Kerala. He requested the
CDO to take care of all the pensioners providing
all the facilities that they are entitled to. Speaking
on the large number of retirements recently, he
shared his observation that there was visible
difference between the retirements in the past and
present since substitution and replacement in the
retirement vacancies were done simultaneously in
the past whereas in the present scenario, after the
retirement of many the staff remaining at the
branches are in a situation that they are placed in
pressure cookers. Such is the pressure that the
branches suffer today on account of non filling of
He further touched upon
the benefits extended on account of the 11"
Bipartite settlement including sanction of 9th
stagnation increment and the delay caused for
paying the benefits to eligible retirees. He also
spoke about the disparity prevailing in SBI
regarding those who draw basic salary
above 80240 are fixed at 40 % of the last drawn BP
and all others at 50 %. He urged upon SBI
Management to resolve the issue immediately. “If
only Bank exists, our existence is ensured. " In the
present situation of the Government clamoring its
decision to introduce privatization of all banks ,
our prime responsibility is to build all resistance
against the move so astoretain the public sector
status of all banks so that we all can be rest
assured of our pension and our continued
existence also. “"He concluded.

Bandlish, Convener of
UFBU and General Secretary of All India SBI staff
Federation, on 1* May at Trivandrum in which he
had very specifically mentioned about the
decision of UFBU to commence the 12" BPS
discussions only after settlement of updation of
pension issue. On behalf of the Pensioners
Association, he assured the solid support of
pensioners fraternity in all the forthcoming
agitational programme chalked out by UFBU. He
further reiterated the cordial relationship being
maintained by the Association with the Circle
Management and serving organisations as well.
He then shared the information regarding the
opening of Bank's medical dispensaries at
Wayanad and Malappuram which is being held
up due to non availability of doctors which he has
discussed with the CDO for early implementation.
He further spoke on the long pending issue of
nonpayment of allowance for few members for
working demonetisation period and requested in
the CDO for early settlement in this regard. He
concluded his speech with his special thanks to
Sri. Ravi Kiran Kamarsu, DGM for providing
officer for the pensioners Association at Kollam
and Trivandrum as soon as it was agreed upon by
the circle management. The pensioners meet
concluded at 1 pm with the vote of thanks
proposed by M Subramania Iyer, DGS
Trivandrum who is also the Chairman of the
organizing committee.

P Syama compered the
entire programme.

21* Annual General Conference
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The 21" Annual General Conference, which
commenced at 1.45 pm was presided over by
K. Rajeevan. The dais was occupied by all the
office bearers of the outgoing State committee.
The meeting began with a silent prayer in memory
of all the members who left for their heavenly
abode since the last Annual General Meeting
held in 2019 at Ernakulam. In his brief
presidential address Sri. Rajeevan requested all
the participants to follow the time schedule for
each of the agenda items since the meeting had to
cover so many items including submission of
General Secretary's reports for the previous two
years and the financials for two accounting years.
He added that the latest on organisational
matters will be covered by the Chief Guest Com. H
Ganapathy, Sr. Vice president of the Federation in
his inaugural address. He also requested the
members who wish to participate in the
deliberations on GS Reports to be brief in their
presentations and adhere to strict time schedules
so as to complete all the agenda items including
declaration of election results and installation of
the new leaders who are elected for the next
triennial period 2022-2025.

Com. H Ganapathy in his inaugural address
focused on the serious issues that are confronted
by the Banking sector in General and Pensioners
and Retirees in particular. While talking about the
sensational issue. Pension updation and the
delay in its implementation he referred about the
unprecedented developments and serious move
by the Central Government, particularly the
finance ministry regarding the privatization of
PSBs in the country. He cited the proposal made
by the Finance Minister in her budget speech in
February regarding Government's proposal for
privatization of two nationalized banks, namely
Central Bank of India and Indian Overseas Bank.
The updation of pension issue is a very
complicated issue in the light of severe resistance
to take over the pension payment obligation. He
quoted the examples of Catholic Syrian Bank and
Lakshmi Vilas Banks where restrictions are being
imposed unilaterally by the new Management
who own these banks. In LVB the management




has unilaterally decided to restrict the pension
without D A. Such being the developments he
shared his anguish on the delay in our pension
updation. While concluding his inaugural
address he once again complimented the
Pensioners Association Kerala for its vibrant
activities. He concluded his speech thanking all
for giving him the opportunity to be part of the
historic meeting fortwo days.

Com. Jayakumar, General Secretary read out the
minutes of the 18" Annual General Meet which
was unanimously passed by the GB. He presented
the General Secretary's reports for the years 2019-
20, 2020-21 and 2021-2022 and submitted the
same for discussion and approval by the General
Body. Members who participated in the
deliberations that followed thereatfter, included
Comrades A Raghavan Kannur, Ramachandran,
Trivandrum, S.Balakrishanan, Palakkad,
Sasikumar, Alappuzha, Ashok kumar

Malappuram, PV. Sivasankara Pillai Trivandrum
and Panickar M Jacob. The Reports for all the
periods were there after unanimously passed by
the Meeting. Sri. K S Jayaram Treasurer presented
the financials for the period 2020-21 and 2021-22
which were approved and passed by the General
Body.

The Senior members who have completed 75 and
85 years of age were honored by draping the
Ponnada. The honoring was performed by Sri. K
Rajeevan President and A Jayakumar General
Secretary.

Comrade John Joseph, Chairman, Election
Committee declared the election results
thereafter. He presented a very brief report on the
elections that all the positions were elected
unopposed. He read out the names of all the
elected candidates for the next triennial term
2022-2025.

All the newly elected office bearers were then
called to the dais and the new Executive
committee immediately held its maiden meeting
and nominated the Asst. Treasurer and two lady
members for the EC.

The historic 21" AGM thus concluded at 5.15 pm
with the National Anthem sung by all assembled
inthe Hall.

DELEGATES SESSION AND EC MEETING HELD
ON 27" MAY AT HOTEL SOUTH PARK
TRIVANDRUM

In accordance with the decision by the 17" Annual
General Meeting at Alappuzha to have two days
meeting in the election year the 21" AGM was
also scheduled for two days on May 27" and 28",
Accordingly the Delegates session for the 21°
AGM commenced at 3 pm on 27" May at Hotel
South Park. 85 delegates elected from the 13
district units and 34 members of the Executive
committee and 10 adhoc committee members
from Thrissur District unit participated in the
delegate session. Com. V L Joseph welcomed the
participants. Sri. K.Rajeevan in his presidential
address complimented the host district unit
Thiruvananthapuram for the excellent
arrangements made for stay and accommo
dation for the delegates who had come from the
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far distant places. He requested all the delegates
to take part in the deliberations by strictly
adhering to the time schedule.

Com. H Ganapathy in his inaugural address
explained in detail about the pension anomalies
in SBI and about the Murmu Committee report,
and added further that the implementation of
which has resulted in further anomalies including
non reckoning of special allowances for pension
in case of seventh BPS retirees which was
otherwise available in the pre revised Pension.
He appreciated the various activities undertaken
by SBIPA Kerala for the benefit of its members. He
concluded his inaugural address expressing his
gratitude to Kerala Comrades for giving him the
excellent opportunity to take part in the two day
conference.

Com. John Joseph , former General Secretary,
SBIPA Kerala in his felicitation speech recalled
the dedicated etforts of Seniors who took pain for
forming the Pensioners Association in Kerala. He
exhorted the members to involve in the activities
so as to achieve more credits in its pursuit to
growth and expansion.

Delegates who participated in the discussions
included Comrades, A Raghavan, Vasudevan
Palakkad, Sethumadhavan Nair, PP Philip

Rajachandran Nair Trivandrum and Vijayan Nair
Kasaragode. Clarifications were sought by the
delegates on many issues and Com Jayakumar
GS responded to all the queries to the satisfaction
of all. Com. AR Somanathan Pillai proposed vote
ofthanks.

The meeting concluded at 7.30 pm with the
national anthem.

DE-NATIONALISATION - WHAT'S IN STORE?
SOME PERTURBING THOUGHTS.

KRajakurup, Vice President SBIPA

I would share certain points, which if not attended
to, would seriously affect the bank employees and
the public at large. It was post 1969 and 1980
when the nationalisation of banks had taken
place that bank branches were opened in large
numbers in rural and semi urban areas. As a
result, many in the rural areas were able to get
bank very values upheld by the nationalisation
got struck. Privatisation has become the
watchword.

To quote from the speech of Smt. Indira Gandhi in
the Parliament on 21.07.1969. "Financial
institutions are among the most important levers
that any society has at its command, for the
achievement of its social and economic
objectives. It is in recognition of this fact that we
nationalised Life Insurance business and the
Imperial Bank of India over a decade ago. Since
then we have also set up in the public sector, other
institutions for the provision of medium or long
term finance to industry and agriculture. The
nationalisation of major banks is a significant
step in the process of public control over the
principal institutions for the mobilisation of
people's savings and canalising them towards
productive purposes”. But in the long run we could
observe that the government led by the same
party had sold the shares of the then PSBs. And




now after mergers, the number of Public Sector
Banks have come down to 12 from 28. Two more
PSBs are set for privatisation. It was the PSBs who
saved the customers of the New Private Sector
banks on the verge of their collapse.
Unfortunately government has come out openly to
sell the share of almost 23 Public Sector Units,
including the Air India. Naturally what may follow
is stoppage of the welfare schemes available to
staff also. In this context, we may come across the
fact except defence department, the Central
Government stopped the statutory and
mandatory pension scheme existing in the
country, imposing the New Pension Scheme
(NPS). In State Bank India the longstanding
benefit of Pension has been replaced by NPS
through an executive order of the Bank. The hard
earned rights through industrial tribunals and
bipartite settlements have been unilaterally
deprived to the employees. This is a blatant
violation of various agreements and provisions
and we should have clear view of policies in the
anvil. The Pension scheme in SBI is in
continuation of the pension scheme existing as
per the Imperial Bank of India Act way back in
1921, much earlier to our independence itself. As
per the provisions of SBI Act also, the employees
had their right to pension. When the ninth
bipartite settlement was signed in the banking
sector on 27.04.2010 with a clause to move to New
Pension Scheme wef 01.04.2010, the pension in
the SBI was retained as per clause 16 of the
settlement. The title to the pension scheme was
mentioned as Pension (in Banks other than State
Bank of India). Now if we once again go to SBI Act,
Section 50 (1)which reads as: “The Central Board
may after consultation with Reserve Bank and
with the previous sanction of the Central
Government by notification in the official gazette
make regulations not inconsistent with this Act
and the rules made there under to provide for all
matters for which provision is expedient for the
purpose of giving effect to the provisions of this
Act”. It was also categorically mentioned in the
Act itself that any decision be taken in due
consultation with the RBI. And it should be noted

that RBI has specifically written to the Bank on two
occasions. It would be interesting to know what
was the RBI direction to our Deputy Managing
Director vide their letter dated 15.02.2012. It said:
"However you are advised to ensure that the
amended regulation to be implemented in a
manner that vested rights of the employees are not
affected by its retrospective implementation as
per the observations of the Supreme Court of
India. ..You are also advised to ensure
compliance of the provisions of section 50 of the
SBI Act 1955 in this regard”. Again in response to
the bank's letter on 18.05.2012 RBI once again
directed as follows : “ With regard to the issue
mentioned in 4(iii)© of your letter to bring
regulation with retrospective effect, we are of the
opinion that it is possible that the provision of the
regulations as prepared today may contain many
provisions which were absent earlier. As such
giving retrospective effect to the regulation may
lead to unintended consequences. Therefore we
are of the opinion that it is not necessary to provide
retrospective effect to the regulation”. But the bank
went ahead with the gazette notification dated
15.09.2014 with the clause of implementation
retrospectively wef 01.08.2010 which was illegal
and arbitrary. In this connection I think it is better
to have a look at the Nakara Judgement of the
Constitution bench of the Supreme Court dated
17.12.1982 on 'vested rights'. “Pension is neither a
bounty nor a matter of grace depending upon the
sweet will of the employer and that it creates a
vested right. Pension is not an exgratia payment
but it is a payment for the past services rendered
and it is a social welfare rendering socio
economic justice to those who in the heyday of
their life ceaselessly toiled for the employer on an
assurance that in their old age they would not be
left in lurch”.This judgement itself has given way
to adopting 17th December as Pensioners Day'
throughout the nation. Further it is to be noted the
Supreme Court judgement on 11.02.2022 in the
case between Punjab State Co-operative Bank vs
Registrar of Co-operative Societies has also pin
pointed not to implement with retrospective effect
in respect of vested rights. Section 50 (4) of the SBI
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Act states as follows : “Every regulation shall as
soon as may be it is made under this Act by the
Central Board be forwarded to the Central
Government and that Government shall cause a
copy of the same to be laid before each house of
Parliament while it is in session for a total period
of 30 days which may be comprised in one session
or in two or more successive sessions, and if
before the expiry of the session or the successive
sessions as aforesaid both houses agree in
making any modification in the regulation and
both houses agree that the regulation should not
be made and regulation shall thereafter have
effect only in such modified form on behalf of no
effect, as the case may be, so however that any
such modification or amendment shall be without
prejudice to the validity of anything previously
under that regulation”. Unfortunately, it is learned
that, the amended regulation was not placed
before the Parliament till date. It is really an
intrusion on the privilege of the Parliament and
there are chances of motion against the SBI
Chairman himself in the Parliament. The second
national judicial Pay Commission constituted by
the Supreme Court under the Article 32 in May
2017 submitted its recommendation on
29.01.2020. Regarding Pension the report says
"Pension at 50% of the last drawn pay worked out
on the basis of proposed revised pay scale is
recommended w.e.f Ist January 2016. The family
pension will be 30% of the last drawn pay.
Additional quantum of pension will commence on
completing 75 years (instead of 80 years) and
percentage at various stages thereafter is
increased. Recommendation has been made to
discontinue the New Pension Scheme (NPS) which
is being applied to those entering service during
or after 2004. The old pension system which is
more beneficial will be revived”. Further the 2nd
National Judicial Pay Commission has directed
not to impose NPS in Judicial services. It is worth
mentioning here that the 2018 CAG report has
commented that NPS has failed in providing old
age socio economic security. The National Human
Rights Commission in their letter written to the
Central Government has also guided to review

the NPS. It is not the single case where the rights of
SBI men are cut short. Way back from 1943 SBI
staft have been receiving a benefit of two months
basic pay as 'Customary Bonus' on 30th June and
31st December every year. Even when the Payment
of Bonus Act was enacted in 1965, SBI staff were
excluded from its purview. When again the bank
unilaterally stopped it, by the intervention of the
Supreme Court Arul Raj Tribunal was constituted
and we got our right restored in 1984 with all
arrears. But subsequently SBI Act was amended in
the parliament the benefit of customary bonus was
thus taken away forever. When the bank had
come out with certain rules preventing pregnant
ladies from getting appointment in the bank in
2009, State Banks' Staff Union had brought the
inhuman discrimination act of the bank to the
notice of main stream organisations and it was
with the intervention of the then Chief Minister of
Kerala and other socio political organisations
that our bank had to step back. Even the same
thing was brought once again into practice
recently and bank has to withdraw the provisions
on account strong protests from various women
organisations. It should be noted that tomorrow if
a situation arises arbitrarily stopping our pension,
how are we going to deal with it? A possible reality
if not properly resisted well in advance. That is
why this humble attempt to apprise all of you of
the catastrophe awaiting all of us. Can we expect
the support from our youngsters who themselves
are already under NPS the future of which scheme
is stillunder clouds.
