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Be considerate and you will be admired

After decades-long distressed and desperate waiting, there seems to be emergence of remedial solutions on some of
the most vital issues confronted by Bank pensioners, more particularly SBI pensioners. It was indeed a big relief for all,
especially those who retired prior to November 2002, who were mercilessly discriminated against and isolated by the
Bank Management in providing hundred percent DA neutralization for more than two decades, for no fault of theirs. We
are grateful to those bigger hearts who ultimately took the magnanimous decision to give effect to hundred percent
neutralization and to rectify the anomaly created by their predecessors and which brought justice to thousands of
hapless elders who suffered mentally and financially for years together. Of course, many of our seniors are not with us
to enjoy the benefits of the DA neutralization. We have been receiving heartfelt expressions of our members happiness
acknowledging our Federation's relentless efforts to achieve this.

Beginning with the last quarter of the year 2023, it appears that better days are in the offing and the year 2024 will bring
solace to many of our issues for which we have been harping on. The signing of the MOU in respect of 12th BPS on 7th
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December 2023 between UFBU and IBA and the 12th BP
Settlement for workmen and the 9th joint note for officers
signed on 8th March 2024, within 14 months after the expiry
of the previous settlement, and without resorting to even a
day's strike by the serving employees, are indicators of a
progressive change in the attitude of IBA and the
Government. Introduction of ex-gratia payment for Bank
pensioners, though not acceptable to us in lieu of pension
updation, is definitely a positive step vindicating our long
standing demand for proportionate increase in pension
along with salary settlement. We consider it as a forerunner
of the due pension updation issue and expect the Bank and
the Government will agree for the pension updation in line
with the RBI Pension revision, very shortly.

The anomaly in fixation of pension to 40% of the last drawn
BPto a group of officers belonging to MM Il and above in SBI
since March 1999, has been rectified and the Bank has
introduced payment of uniform pension to all, irrespective
of scale and grade. Though we are glad that payment has
been effected after making suitable amendments in SBIPFR
and with due Gazette notification, implementation of the
same prospectively is not at all justified since Bank itself has
admitted it as an anomaly created by the Bank. In the larger
interests of Bank and all concerned, it is our fervent appeal
to the Chairman and Management of SBI to initiate steps to
effect the payment retrospectively and do justice to those
unfortunate brethren who also deserved the 50% of their
last drawn salary as their rightful pension and are no more
with us today. It is gratifying to note that payment of pension
in the revised basic pension along with arrears from 10th
November 2023, has been paid along with pension payment
of March 2024. However, it has been brought to our notice
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that a good number of beneficiaries remain excluded and await revised pension and arrears. We urge upon the
Management to disburse payment without delay. Our Federation General Secretary immediately intervened on the
issue on 28.4.2024 itself and urged the management to pay the arrears of the remaining beneficiaries as early as
possible.

Days. He further stressed on some of the very long pending issues, specifically, nomination of disabled
children for family pension omitted in HRMS portal, erroneous fixation in family pension, extension of
working hours of various dispensaries and posting of permanent doctor at Ernakulam dispensary. He
concluded with an informal invitation and request to CGM and all the GMs and CDO for their
participation in the ensuing Pensioners' Meet 2024 and 23rd AGM of SBIPA Kerala scheduled to be
held on 25th May 2024 at Kottayam.

The agenda items were thereafter taken up one by one. The approach and attitude by the CMC especially
by CGM were very much positive and we are happy that solutions could be arrived at on a good number
of issues.The important agenda items that were discussed include:-

1. Rectification of anomalies in sanction of family pension, pending stagnation increments and
payments of arrears.

2. Availability of Holiday home accommodation for pensioners and increasing the number of rooms in
Guruvayoor, Ernakulam, and Thiruvananthapuram holiday homes.

3. Settlement of outstandings in Staff Housing Loan accounts of two deceased pensioners under Group
Insurance Scheme.

4 Extending medical facilities to family pensioners of unmarried Staff pensioners.
5. Difficulties being faced in UR life under e-pharmacy scheme.

As a token of our affection and gratitude Shri. S Raghupathy, AGM PPG, who will be retiring from
Banks services on 31st March 2024 was honoured by Sri. K Rajeevan, President with a ponnada.

The meeting concluded at 2.15 pm with the vote of thanks proposed by Sri. Joseph Palackal DGS

Proposed Wage Revision Under 12th Bipartite Agreement
Updation of Pension.

We have come across a Memorandum of Understanding between your organisation and the
United Forum of Bank Unions. In Para 5 of the said Memorandum, the issue of Updation of
Pension has been mentioned, wherein it is proposed to provide Ex-Gratia Payment to the
pensioners in the name of updation, without resolving the issue.

We are surprised that you have agreed to this arrangement, which is inconsistent with the
present Pension Regulation. The Pensioners of the Banks were looking to you that you will
initiate the process of updation of pension system of Banks. The entire Bank Retirees
Community is deeply disappointed that instead of providing proper structure for pension
updation in Bipartite Agreements, you have resorted to avoid your responsibility and have
provided Ex-gratia as a method of providing relief to pensioners which is patently unjust and
unfair.

We believe that IBA should have understood that the pensioners were not looking for a quantum
of relief but were expecting structure changes in the Bipartite Settlements providing for automatic
relief to commensurate with increase in 'pay with every wage revision. Your action, therefore,
was not upto the aspiration of Bank Pensioners.

AMENDMENT IN STATE BANK OF INDIA EMPLOYEES’ PENSION FUND

REGULATIONS, 2014: - COMPUTATION OF PENSION AT THE UNIFORM RATE OF
90% INSTEAD OF EXISTING 40% - 50% CALCULATION

The Central Board of the Bank in its meeting held on 06.12.2023 has accorded approval for the amendments in Regulation 23 of
the State Bank of India Employees’ Pension Fund Regulations, 2014 regarding computation of pension for SBI retirees at the
uniform rate of 50 %.

2. Department of Financial services (GOI), vide its letter no. eF. No. 1/7/2022-IR dated 15th March, 2024 has conveyed the
previous sanction of the Central Government, in terms of the provisions of Section 50 of the State Bank of India Act, 1955 to the
said amendmentin State Bank of India Employees’ Pension Fund Regulations 2014.

3. Accordingly, Regulation 23 (2) of the State Bank of India Employees’ Pension Fund Regulations, 2014 has been amended vide
the State Bank of India Employees’ Pension Fund (Amendment) Regulations, 2024 published in the Gazette of India on
20.03.2024. Interms of the said amendment, with effect from 10th November, 2023, notwithstanding the date of retirement or the
Pay Scales in which the monthly substantive salary during the last twelve months’ pensionable service is drawn, the maximum
amount of pension for the members who retired or retire shall be computed at the rate of fifty percent of the average of monthly
substantive salary drawn during the last twelve months’ pensionable

service plus half of Professional Qualification Pay (PQP) plus half of increment component of Fixed Personal Pay (FPP), wherever
applicable (pro-ratain the case of part-time employees).

4. The pension shall be computed and payable under the amended provision w.e.f. 10th November 2023 to all such pensioners
who are otherwise entitled to pension under Regulation 22 of the State Bank of India Employees’ Pension Fund Regulations, 2014.

5. As the amendment is made effective prospectively from 10th November 2023, the pensioners who had retired from the Bank’s
service prior to 10th November 2023 and are entitled to pension under Regulation 22 shall be paid pension under the amended
provision w.e.f. 10th November 2023 and not from the date of their retirement.

6. Aletter of undertaking is to be taken from the pensioners to enable the Bank to make adjustment to the Pension Fund, if any, ata
later date. The format for the undertaking is placed as Annexure-A.

7. Please arrange to bring the contents of the circular to the knowledge of all
concerned.

Itis historic that now onwards the employees/pensioners of State Bank of India will be receiving pension at the rate of fifty
percent of the average of monthly substantive salary drawn during the last twelve months' pensionable service plus half of
Professional Qualification Pay plus half of increment component of fixed Personal Pay, irrespective of their rank and pay.
This could be achieved by our Federation with the fullest support of our management and we once again express our
sincere gratitude for the empathy shown to the cause of the pensioners who have been receiving a pension lesser than
their peers in other Banks.

We are also thankful to all the functionaries under your able stewardship, who toiled much to ensure payment of revised
pension from the month of March 2024. Although a sizeable number of beneficiaries are yet to receive the benefit but the
concerned functionaries deserve appreciation for the endeavour they made for an expeditious payment.

In this connection, we have to draw attention of your good self that the revised formula has brought in an extra benefit for
Seventh Bipartite retirees among the beneficiaries as PQP and FPP were not taken into consideration when they were
sanctioned their rightful demand by the Murmu Committee.

In this connection, to ensure justice for other retirees of Seventh bipartite wage settlement, who are not beneficiary of the
present escalation of pension, i.e. the entire award staff retirees and the JMGS1 in supervising cadre, calculation of the
pension after inclusion of half of Professional Qualification Pay plus half of increment component of Fixed Personal Pay is
need of the hour and, accordingly we would pray for the same. Probably your good self is aware that since the
implementation of Murmu Committee Report by the Bank we are requesting for inclusion of these two allowances while
computing pension. Now as a group of the Seventh Bipartite retirees have been favoured with the inclusion of those
allowances in their pension calculation, we would once again pray to extend similar benefit to the other group of Seventh
Bipartite retirecs, which consist of JMGS1, clerical and subordinate cadre.
