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Well friends, better late than never. It was indeed a memorable moment when Sri. Debasish Panda,
Secretary, Department of Financial Services, made the much awaited announcement in respect of the
revision of family pension of Bank Retirees in the presence of Hon'ble Finance Minister Mrs. Nirmala
Seetharaman, in the press meet held on Wednesday, 25" August in Mumbai. We all know that the long
pending issue of pension anomaly in banking sector regained its momentum with the exclusive interview
with Finance Minister by Business Line correspondent held almost a year back. The issue was reiterated
by the Hon'ble Finance Minister on 10" November 2020, on the eve of signing the joint note in respect of
11" Bipartite Salary settlement between UFBU constituents and IBA. While sympathizing with the Bank
pensioners, Finance Minister also made it clear that specific direction has been given to Chairmen of IBA
and SBI and also Secretary DFS for resolving the issues confronted by Bank Pensioners and Family
Pensioners without further loss of time.

As announced by Secretary DFS, the Family Pension scheme which was hitherto based on slabs of 15, 20
and 30 percent of the last drawn pay of the pensioner which was capped at a maximum of Rs. 9284, has
been revised to uniform slab of 30 percent of the last drawn salary without any upper limit. He further
announced an increase in pension contribution by the bank under the New Pension Scheme (NPS). At
present both the employer and employee used to contribute 10 percent each. Hereafter the Bank will
contribute 14 percent, while the employee will continue to contribute 10 percent.

It is now up to the individual Banks to move fast and implement the revised family pension with the
approval of the respective Bank Boards. Let the refixation of existing pension and the instructions for
calculation be devoid of ambiguity to avoid any further dilly dallying. While formulating the method of
calculation we request all concerned to kindly have a minimum pension protection clause as is available
for Central and State Government family pensioners. A few among our existing family pensioners whose
spouses were in the subordinate and part time employees cadre are fixed already in 30 percent slab due
to the comparatively lower basic pay last drawn by them. The current revision will not bring any
improvement in their pension as they are already in 30 percent slab, on the contrary there can be a
reduction in their pension in the absence of a minimum pension clause. We trust that the appropriate
authorities will take care of it.

Tail piece

Despite the very positive stand taken by the Minister, we fail to understand, why it took another ten
months time to act upon the direction of the Minister which was made public on 10" November 2020
Well, leave it aside and let us keep ourselves ready to greet the remaining more glamorous ones, namely,
100 percent neutralization of DA to pre two thousand two retirees, discarding the 40-50 percent
discrimination existing only in SBI and the ever all time desired and demanded UPDATION of pension.
Let us again be reassured by those scintillating verse “If winter comes can spring be far behind?

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Revision in family pension and the
ill-fated one among the family
pensioners. An independent
analysis

Family Pensioners of Bank employees are one of the
most neglected groups of people. Pension / Family
pension were a mere issue raised by respective
employees union and IBA. There were no
representatives of the pensioners or family
pensioners in the negotiation table with IBA. Apart
from initial mention about the pension / family
pension revision issue, there was no one in the
negotiating table to pursue and follow up of Pension
/ family pension revision. However, when the last 11"
bipartite settlement negotiations were taking place,
several pensioners associations raised the issue of
Bank pensioners / family pensioners getting paltry
amount of pension benefits. The issue was brought
to the attention of general public / several elected
legislators as well as officials of finance ministry.
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meetings with Indian Banks Association and finance
ministry. Together with all these efforts, for the first
time there was a specific mention about Family
Pension Revision, (no mention about pension
revision) in the 11" bipartite settlement, subject to
the approval of Finance ministry.

After several months of delay, finance ministry finally
accorded approval for enhancement of Family
pension at 30 % of the Last drawn Basic Pay without
any upper ceiling and now the detailed instructions
from IBA are awaited. In this scenario let us look
into the various aspects of this Family Pension
enhancement.

First point here to note is by this enhancement all
family pensioners are not going to get increase in
their current pension.

Current Family pension calculation is in the following
lines. For a clarity in the matter I furnish below the
details of Family pension calculation from VI th to XI
th bipartite settlement.

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From the above table following points are clear.

1. There are family pensioners who are drawing
more than 30 % of sub. Pay though a very
few when there is a minimum family pension
amount is prescribed as stated in the sl. No. 2
of the table.

2. Again those family pensioners in the sl. No. 2
of the table, a few are getting more than 20
% of the subst. pay as pension.

3. In the sl no. 3 row, there are family
pensioners who may be drawing more than
15 % of subst. pay as pension. As thereis a
maximum pension amount is stipulated here
there may be a good number of family
pensioners whose spouse retired as Scale V
and above in officer cadre, getting much
lower than 15 % of subst. Pay as family
pension.

It is evident from the above that there will be several
pensioners who will not get any benefit out of the
present family pension enhancement. These family
pensioners are those who are getting very low family
pension at present. These category of pensioners
are more deserving to get enhanced family
pension and their interests/aspirations are to
be considered while orders are issued for family
pension enhancement.

Now let us look into the history for the demand of
enhanced pension / family pension. Till the year
2005, family pension amount was very very low
(Max. basic pension Rs.1000) There was no revision
of pension for old retirees on account of respective
wage revisions and as a result till that time there
were family pensioners of subordinate staff and very
senior executives drawing the same amount of
pension. There was a re look into the family pension
rules till then and current rates were prescribed in the
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year 2005.At that time the understanding was family
pension enhancement to be done considering the
family pension rules of government employees.
Most of service conditions of Bank employees were
more or less similar to government staff (though not
identical) like P.F, Gratuity, leave encashment,
pension eligibility etc. So it is natural that family
pension of bank employees are also to be in line with
government servants. However, one very important
aspect over looked here is there was no minimum
family pension revision is prescribed as a general
rule. For Government employees, they get their
pension and family pension revised on every salary
revision and their minimum pension were got
enhanced periodically. However, for Bank
pensioners as there was no revision in pension /
family pension, a good number of family pensioners
are getting very low pension which is not sufficient
even for a hand to mouth existence, or enhanced
medical expenses during old age. A table is furnished
below to show the minimum amount of pension they
are getting under each bipartite settlement. The
point here is even if pension is not revised after each
bipartite settlement, at least a minimum amount of
family pension which shall be equal to the minimum
of family pension prescribed for government
employees in various scales of salary shall be made
applicable to Bank Pensioners / family pensioners. As
stated above, most of the service conditions of bank
employees are similar to government employees,
and as such revising the family pension to at least a
level to meet their daily food and medical expenses is
a very reasonable and justifiable demand

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From the above table it can be seen that minimum
family pension remain more or less same (Rs. 4999 to
Rs. 5222) for most of the family pensioners who are
getting minimum pension. Same is the case for
family pensioners drawing with Maximum family
pension also (Rs. 16663 to Rs. 17408).

In other words for the last 25 years amount of family
pension remains almost same for most of the
pensioners irrespective of their date of retirement. A
disturbing fact in the last bipartite settlement is ,
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though there was much increase in their salary
package, at current level of D A rates their family
pension stands reduced from Rs. 5222 to Rs. 5092
for minimum pension drawing pensioners and from
Rs. 17408 to Rs. 16971 for maximum pension
drawing pensioners. When  salary amount gets
increased from Rs. 5000 to Rs. 19000, reduction in
corresponding minimum and maximum family
pension amount is unheard in any wage revision
settlements.

2. PQA, FPP and other Special allowances are
not considered for the sake of simplicity in the table
and actually those who are getting these allowances
are entitled to get higher family pension also.

NB. 1. Only maximum of the corresponding pay
scale is considered, including stagnation
increments.
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It can be seen from the above table that till 8 th
Bipartite settlement, Maximum family pension was
fixed based on the eligible family pension of a General
Manager. After wards, this amount got reduced to
maximum eligible family pension of Asst. General
Manager and in the last settlement, the maximum
amount of family pension fixed at Rs. 13280 which is
more or less the eligible amount of a Scale II officer.
Over every bipartite settlement, why the maximum
amount got reduced at lower level systematically is a
baffling issue. Why this matter was not brought to the
attention of appropriate authority by the trade unions
involved clearly shows the neglect and apathy of
working employees  to the plight of Family
pensioners.

It can also be observed that for subordinate staff,
most of the family pensioners are already getting
30% and a few 20% of the last drawn basic salary as
pension . Thisis applicable to

family pensioners of employees who had lesser
service in clerical scale also on account of VRS or
death of the employee. Subordinate staff as well as
our security staff do not have the full length of service
to reach maximum scale resulting in much lower
family pension amount. Such pensioners, who are
drawing around Rs. 5000 can only get
benefitted, if Minimum of family pension is
raised to around Rs.10000. When clerical to
Asst. General Managers and above gets increase in
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family pension of two times or more , the plight of
family pensioners getting meagre  amount of
pension, we cannot over look.

It can be seen from the above table that if
enhancement of family pension is implemented,
subordinate staff , the enhancement in pension will
be nominal while senior officials will get their eligible
family pension enhanced to more than double and in
the case of General Manger it is more than triple as
per last bipartite settlement. General Manager scale
Family pension if enhanced will increase from
Rs. 16971 to Rs 49454 , while subordinate staff will
get increase from Rs. 8134 to Rs. 14240 only. But
subordinate staff, who retired during VI to X
bipartite settlements will be getting still lower
enhancement. (see the table against subordinate
staff from VI th Bipartite settlement onwards -
Page Nos. 36 & 37)

The immediate need at present is to have a minimum
family pension to be fixed which will meet the basic
needs of any family pensioner , while revising the
current family pension entitlements. The bank
employees union leaders must take up the case of
enhancing minimum family pension with appropriate
authorities to extend justice to the lowly paid family
pensioners. The minimum entitlement of family
pension in respect of Central government employees
shall be reckoned while deciding the quantum of
family pension to Bank employees.

O Chandrasekharan, popularly known as
'Olympian Chandrasekharan'
who participated in 1960
Rome Olympics and 1964
Tokyo Olympics, and
former India Football Team
Captain, left for his heavenly
abode on 24" August 2021 at
Ernakulam. He is a former
Asst. General Manager of
State Bank of India in
Trivandrum and Ernakulam Modules. He was 86
years and was lying sick for almost ten years.

Chandrasekharan who had led the Indian Team
in many tournaments has always been a loyal
defender of India. He made his debut for the
India Team in 1958 and unveiled his professional
foot ball debut in Mumbai through Caltex Club
and played for them from 1958 to 1966. He
retired from the National Team in 1966. He
Joined State Bank of India in Mumbai and was in
State Bank of India Team from 1967 to 1972. He
has a total of 25 caps to his name and also
played in the Asian Cup qualifiers in 1959 when
he made his international debut and Merdeka
Cup in 1961. He was a star player of the India
Team which won Gold at the 1962 Jakarta Asian
Games. He captained the Maharashtra Team
that won the 1963 Santhosh Trophy.

After giving up his professional foot ball career
he continued his Bank career with State Bank of
India. He held various positions in the Bank and
served as Regional Manager at Trivandrum and
Ernakulam in the last lap of his carrer. He retired
from the Bank in the year 1996. Not only a
legendary Footballer, Mr. Chandrasekharan was
also an excellent Senior Executive of our Bank
and was endeared by all. On this saddening
occasion SBI Pensioners Association Kerala pay
its respectful homage to its beloved member and
pray that the noble soul be blessed with eternal
peace. And we express our deep condolences to
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the bereaved family members.

N Komaladas, who was always a frontline and
popular leader of State Banks’ Staff Union
Kerala, left for his heavenly abode in the
morning of 28" August 2021 at his house at
Palakkad.

Welfare Facilities for Retired Employees
Dispensaries:

Dispensaries have been established at the Local Head Office, Administrative Offices and some other
large centres (Branches) which provides medicines for ordinary ailments and some common diseases
and facilities of consultation with specialists and pathological/Clinical tests. They can also make use of
beds in hospitals which are reserved by the Bank.

Holiday Homes:
Retired employees can avail the facility of holiday homes on the same terms and conditions applicable
to serving employees.

Canteen Facilities:
To use of staff canteen wherever established is available to the retired employees.

Interest on Deposits:
Retired employees are given the benefit of preferential rate of interest on their deposits representing their
bonafide savings as extended to serving employees of the Bank.

Interest on Advances:
Interest on Advances granted to Bank's Pensioners against the specified securities are at the same rate as
are applicable to the employees in active service.

Family Member:

The deposit account belonging to wife, unmarried daughter, son and daughter-in-law of the Bank's
Pensioner can be opened jointly with Pensioner and will get preferential rate of interest at
par with the pensioner.

Accommodations at Visiting Officers Flats/Transit Houses:
Subject to availability of accommodation, retired officers can make use of the Bank's visiting officers
flats/transit houses wherever available.
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GOVERNING BODY MEETINGS
OF FEDERATION

Covid pandemic situation which began in March
2020, as you all know, had brought an abrupt
halt on all types of physical meetings. As a result
of this, the Governing Body meetings and Annual
General Body Meetings of our Federation also
could not be held after January 2020, when it
was last held on 21* and 22" January 2020 in
Mysore. No physical meetings could be held
thereafter due to restrictions imposed by the
Government in undertaking travel, holding
meetings and get-togethers etc.etc. SBIPA
Kerala, however, did not rest on laurels and had
resumed its State and District level meetings in
virtual platforms like Zoom and Google meet
now being conducted regularly at all centres
across the state. There were initial hiccups of
course, however we were able to manage
thereafter and we have now acquired the
confidence to hold not only the Executive
Committee meetings, but General Body
meetings with the participation of members
nearing Two hundred. Taking a cue from our
experience, it was indeed a very welcome step
by the Federation leadership to come out of its
apprehension whether technology and online
platforms will be easily palatable to the aged.
However it proved to be a totally baseless
assumption, when the Federation Governing
Body met on 1* August 2021 in ZOOM platform
and held its meeting so smoothly without any
hitch. The meeting commenced at 11 am
presided over by Com. G K Gandhi, President of
the federation. The Agenda Items included

1. 11th BPS implementation issues relating to
retirees

2. Stagnation increments in respect of 10th BPS
and

3. REMBS Issues

President explained in detail about the delay in
revision in pension in terms of the 11" BPS and
payment of arrears to the retired employees and
Officers. A large number of retirees who are
beneficiaries of 11 BPS are yet to be paid the
salary arrears and also the revision in pension as
per the revised salary. He also detailed about
the difficulties suffered by a large number of
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retirees who are eligible for the 8" Stagnation
increment under 10" BPS but still remain to be
sanctioned the same. Even though our Bank has
issued circular clarifying the position, some of
the circles are still hesitant to sanction the same
to the retired employees by misinterpreting the
circular instructions. He requested all the
affiliates to forward immediately all the pending
eligible cases in respect of 11" BPS salary arrears
and also the cases pertaining to non sanctioning
of 8" stagnation increment, to the federation
for taking up with the Corporate centre. The
meeting further discussed on the payment of
incremental commutation portion unilaterally to
the pension accounts of many pensioners
despite submission of non option letters.
President and General Secretary shared the
information that Bank has already agreed for
reversal of such credits afforded erroneously by
the system even after submitting a letter.
President added that the remaining issues
include revision in family pension, effecting 100
percent neutralization for those who retired
prior to 2002, removal of 40 -50 percent
anomaly in our Bank and about the updation of
pension issue. General Secretary shared the
information that the clearance from the DFS
regarding revision in family pension is expected
atany moment.

As the day's virtual meeting proved to be a very
successful one, President and General Secretary
came out with their suggestion to hold
Governing Body meeting every month hereafter
which each affiliate welcomed. It was therefore
decided by the GB to hold its meeting regularly
every month on virtual platforms till the
pandemic is over, preferably on the first of every
month. Accordingly the next meeting of the GB
was scheduled for 3 September 2021. The
meeting further discussed on REMBS scheme.
Many of the participants shared their difficulties
in getting reimbursement in respect of
domiciliary claims submitted before the
insurance claims under policy A. There are cases
where Insurance companies declining Covid
claims under domiciliary reimbursement.
President assured to take up the matter with the
Corporate centre. A suggestion was also placed
before the GB to introduce minimum sum

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assured to Rupees one lac and Two lacs plans to
enable those family pensioners who are drawing
lower pension amount. The meeting concluded
at2.15 pm.

GB MEETING ON 3" SEPTEMBER.

Pursuant to the decision to hold online GB
meetings every month in the meeting held on 1*
August the meeting for the month of September
was held at 11 am on 3" September 2021 in
Zoom platform. President commenced the
meeting referring to the discussion on
stagnation increment as per 10" BPS and sought
from the affiliates whether the issues on non
sanction of 8" stagnation increments still
continue in their respective circles. He then
explained in detail how to arrive at the eligibility
of 8" stagnation increment quoting the circular
instructions. It was shared by the participants
that in majority of the circles pensioners who are
eligible for the stagnation increment are yet to
be sanctioned the revised pension on account of
stagnation. President requested all the affiliates
to send the details all pending cases by mail to
the President and General Secretary to enable
them to take with the PPG department at CC The
agenda items for discussion included the
following:

1. Nomination facility for life time arrears (LTA)

2. Delay in settlement of HTL out-standings of
deceased accounts

3. Issue of uniform PPOs to all retirees showing
all the details including computation of pension
4. Revision/improvement in stoking pattern of
medicines in Banks dispensaries

5. Improving commutation factor so as to arrive
parity with Central/State GOVT establishments

6 Proportionate subsidy UR WORLD application
and supply of medicines

7.Structured meeting through VC at
LHOs/AOs/RBOs as per choice of the GB
member in each circle.

8. E-Pharmacy.

We are happy to report that there was lengthy
deliberation on issues relating to settlement of
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HTL accounts of deceased pensioners and also
regarding difficulties suffered by many due to
the unilateral cancellation of orders placed and
also due to inordinate delay in supply of
medicines under E-pharmacy schemes. The
meeting further decided to request the
corporate centre for revising the stocking
pattern of medicines in the Bank dispensaries
which at present is based on a decade old
circular instruction. President and General
Secretary assured the house to take up the
issues with the corporate centre.

Dear Comrade,

Greetings from SBI Pensioners’ Association, Kerala.

It was indeed a rejoiceful occasion for the entire Bank pensioners’ fraternity, when Mr. Debasish Pandey,
Secretary DFS, in the presence of Union Finance Minister Mrs. Nirmala Sitaraman, made the long awaited
announcement regarding Government’s approval for revising the Family Pension as 30 % uniform for all
without any limit, in the press meet held after the Annual Review meeting with PSBs on 25th August 2021 in
Mumbai. We are indeed grateful to all those who put in their relentless efforts to make it a possible reality.
We acknowledge the efforts and follow up made by both the Federations in particular and UFBU in General
for resolving this decades old injustice meted out to the hapless family pensioners. Necessary clearance
from the Government has already been forwarded to the individual banks. The Reserve Bank of India has
permitted banks to amortize the additional liability on account of revision in family pension over five years
beginning 2021-22 as per request from banks to IBA.

Family Pension : Subordinate Staff & Part-time Employees:

2. Quite obviously, in a short while, Banks will be formulating the detailed guidelines for implementing the
revision of existing family pension, after the clearance and approval by the respective Bank Boards. In this
context we earnestly feel that the undernoted observations of ours may please be looked into by the
Federations so as to present it before the SBI Management for necessary corrective provisions, lest it
should pave way for more serious anomalies to the family pensioners.

3. You will agree that, bank family pensioners are one of the most low paid pensioners. It is beyond doubt
that with the proposed enhancement in family pension, family pensioners of employees who retired in the
grade of clerical and Officers grade will certainly get benefitted.

4. However, a good number of family pensioners of employees who belonged to the subordinate and part
time category and retired prior to 2012 and, who are drawing very meagre family pension at present will
not get much benefit. Most of them will not get any enhancement for the reason that they are already in
30% slab in the existing categorization of 15, 20 and 30 % of the last drawn basic pay of the deceased
pensioner. A few among the existing family pensioners who are in the 15 and 20 % slab will be getting the
proportionate increase as per the revised norms. This is indeed a pathetic situation that a few among the
pensioners who are expecting a reasonable increase in their pension will be deprived of any increase in
their present pension,whereas their counterparts who constitute a majority and drawing comparatively
more pension at present will be getting almost double of their current pension . It is to be added that the
family pensioners of senior scale officials, will be more than thrice the amount of the pension amount being
received at present since the existing upper limit fixed has been done away with in the revised order by the
Government.

5. We would therefore bring to your kind notice that fixing a minimum pension amount of family pensionis the
only solution to avert this anomalous situation, and that each and every one is benefitted with some
reasonable increase. You will kindly agree that the minimum pension clause is available, in both Central and
State Government pension schemes which is protected and provided in all pay commission reports. The
amount of minimum family pension under the Central Government is Rs.9000/- per month plus dearness
relief as admissible from time to time according to details furnished by Department of Pension and
Pensioners’ welfare dated 30th July 2021. We request that our Officers’ Association/ employees’ unions
should take suitable measuresin this regard.

Commutation:

6. Commutation of pension is another issue which can be taken up at this stage. Commutation of pension is
done after the amount of pension is sanctioned. Unfortunately Pensioners of SBI are discriminated with
regard to commutation factor when compared to other bank pensioners, which do not carry any logic at all.
The commutation factorin respect of Retirees in Public Sector Banks including E associate Banks since merged
with SBI is 9.81 whereas it is 6.6 in SBI. Most of the service conditions like salary, P.F, leave surrender and
gratuity are same for SBI employees as well as other bank employees. Besides, the basis of commutation
factoris net presentvalue of a future entitlement and the factors here considered are inflation, rate of current
returns and also life expectancy. All these are same for SBI employees like other bank employees. So, we
request you to urge upon SBI management to bring uniformity in the matter commutation factor which has
become more relevant after the merger of E Associates with SBI, since two types of commutation factor exist
atpresentinone and the same organisation.

Enhanced Pension:

7. Another glaring discrimination prevailing in SBI is regarding the period of paying enhanced pension to the
family pensioners. In SBl enhanced pension is paid for a maximum period of five years or till the age of 65 years
whichever is earlier. Whereas in other PSBs and also in E associate Banks enhanced pension is paid for a period
of 7 years or up to 65 years whichever is earlier. Added to this in SBI even though enhanced pension is paid to
the family pensioner for a period of 5 years recovery of commuted portion is continued from the enhanced
pension paid to the family pensioner which is in violation to the terms of commutation. Commutation
recovery shall be from the pension only and after the death of the employee pensioner, recovery from the
family pension is not justifiable, which is not followed in PSBs including E associate Banks and in Central and
State Governments. In the above backdrop, we request both the Federations to take up these very pertinent
issues with SBI management since this is the right and appropriate time to rectify these anomalies which has
been in existence for decades in our Bank’s pension scheme. We look forward for your very positive response
andfollow up.
